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cuntracted knces, bow-legs, and many other deformities are here pre-
sented to view under treatment. The climate of London and manner of
life of a large number of the poorer classes, are espzcially favorable to
the development of these surgical discases ; they are traced in many ip-
stances 9s sequel® to the eruptive fevers—scarlatina and measles, and'
very frequently hooping-cough has its share in their development. Two
cases of scrofulons curvature of the spine witnessed to-day (19th July),
had foilow: d upon successive attacks of the thiee discises just mentivn.
ed. Asreoards me-lcinal treatn:ent, iron and codliver wil are the reme-
dies prancipally trusted to in mnny of these cases and they appear to be
especially indicatcd from the pale and unhealthy look presented by this
class of patients.  As specialities appear to offer an excellent chance for
attainirz to a goed yoution, and witimately n good practice in large
towns, nut only here Int in Amernea, I eanuot but believe, than any
man who shall devote hanself *o the treatment of deformities in Canade,
in some larze caty, like Moatreul fur instasice, would be certain in the
end to command wore thun an ordinary share of attention from the pub-
lic.

Lemoval of the Testicle. A young man, aged 25 years, was admitted
a few days ago inte Burthalomew's Hospital, with the left testicle much
enlarged, which he wished to zet nid of by operation. Sixteen months be-
fore this he received a Llow on this testicle, which was followed by in-
flammation and suppuration, with the subsequent formation of fistule,
two of which are now visille (5th Aug.), and which permit of the pas-
sage of a pr. be to the eentre oi the body of the testicle. For the last
fifteen months ke has been an inmate of a military hospital, in which he
received every care and attention, and was skilfully treated; he how-
ever left it to put himse!f under a surgeon of this hospital. As thers
were some obscure points in the history of the case, as the testicle re-
mained permanently enlarged and was more or less soft, as there wasa
possibility of its turning malignant, and as the patient himself desired
its removal, the operation was performed by Mr. Stanley on the 5th
August. The patient being fully under the influence of chloroform, he
first tied the spermatic artery of the diseased side, just on its emergence
from the external abdominal ring ; he then made a pear-shaped incision
around the diseased mass, theapex of course above, and carefully dissect-
cd it out, with the piece of skin included in the incision, and the sper-
matic cord was cut across and the tumor removed ; the testicle of the
right side was seen to bo quite healthy and normal in size. There was
much bleeding, three small vessels requiring to be tied ; the edges of
the wound were drawn together by three stitches ; a piece of lint wet
with cold water was placed over the wound and the patient was re-
