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Dr. Burr's little book deserves a much more extended notice than
our space will allow. Although it professes to be for use in training-
schools and medical classes, it will also be found useful to those in the
medical profession who are unable to find time for study of the larger
texts on mental disease. The first part of the book is devoted to psychol-
ogy. The faculties of the mind-thinking, feeling, acting-are briefly
discussed. Under the head of thinking, the developnment of mind is con-
sidered the receipt of knowledge through the senses, and the significance
of sensation, perception, memory, ideation, reasouing and judgment. In
the second part, insanity is dealt with, and each type is compared with
the normal in respect to each faculty. Part three deals with hygienie
and moral treatment of alienated states. Of course the book is not
pretended as a text, but there is no doubt that it will prove valuable
to the classes which we have indicated.
