Potato Soup.—Take large mealy pota-
toes/ peel and cut in small slices, with
an onion; boil in two quarts of water till

tender, and pulp through a colander.

Add asmali piece of butter a little cay-
enne pepper and salt, and just before
the soup ig served two tablespoonfuls of
cream. Do not let it boil after the cream

has been added.

Fish Cakes.-—Take cold boiled cod-fish
either fresh or salt, remove the bones
and mince the meat: take two thirds as

much warm mashed potatoes. add a

little butter, and sufficient beater eggs

or milk to make the whole into a smooth
paste, season with pepper; make into
cakes about an inch thick, sprinkle them
with flour and fry brown in plenty of

boiling butter.

Fish Soup.—Wash and soak some
crushed peas and put them to cook in
soft water. When soft encdugh pass them
through a corander. Take a nice, fresh
fish of small size and put in a saucepan

with an onion stuck with one or two

cloves, slices of carrots, pot herbs, and
galt and pepper to taste. Add the peas,
a cup of rolled bread crumps, three table-

spoonful of butter or two of best salad
