Resolved: That the chairman, and the chief of the Fire
department, be requested to meet the chairman of the Po-
lice Committee and the chief of the Police department,
with a view of visiting Mount Royal ward to look into the
matter and report.

5—The question of the reconstruction of No. 20 fire sta-
tion was again taken up.

After deliberation, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that a sum of $35,000 be granted for the reconstruc-
tion of No. 20 fire station, conditionally, however, that
plans and specifications are approved of by the Council;
and that the headquarters of the Fire department be trans-
ferred from the City Hall, and installed over the said sta-
tion.

6.—The question of the construction of No. 21 fire sta-
tion, on Government land, was then taken up.

7—On recommendation of the chief of the Fire depart-
ment, it was

Resolved: That a fire alarm gong be placed at instructor
Doolan’s private residence, and the superintendent of the
Tire Alarm department be instructed accordingly.

(a) Asking that an appropriation of $21,140 be granted
for the puarchase of new equipment for the new No. 5 fire
station, and additional general equipment; also asking
for an appropriation of $6,000, for an auxiliary squad au-
tomobile.

Resolved: To accede to the report, and that a report be
made to Council accordingly. ;

(b) Asking that tenders be advertised for the purchase
of a fire engine of a capacity of 1000 imperial gallons per
minute. .

Resolved: That the report be concurred in, and the se-
cretary imstructed to advertise for tenders, said tenders
to be received up to noon, Monday, the 15th June next.
