Ald, L. A. Lapointe raised a point of order and asked
whether the said section as drafted could be legally adopt-
ed, whereas it contained a provision which is not mention-
ed in section 161 of the License -law, which said section
161 should alone form the basis of the present by-law.

City attorney, stated that the point of order raised was a
very important one and that it was impossible for the
City attorney to give his opinion, without having examined
the provincial law and especially the new revised statutes
of the province which were recently published.
