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The IDRC has focused on food programs. It emphasizes a comprehensive approach that includes such diverse elements as crop 
innovations, scientific research, technical training, health care and loans to buy fertilizers and market crops. The project in the rural 
highlands ofCaqueza, Columbia, has become a model for other areas.
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
