
Article 17
Any decisior, in the State of origin that a chilci should b. entrusted ta prospective
adoptive paents maY anly be made if c
a the Central Authority Of that State has enaured that the prospective adoptiveparents agres;
b the Central Authority of the receiving State haa approved auch decisjan, whareauch approval is required by the law of that State or by the Central Authority of theState of origin;

c the Centrai Authorities of bath States hava agreed that the adoption may proceed;end

d it hat been determined, in accordance with Article 5, that the prospective adoptiveparents are eligible and suited ta adopt and that the child is or will be authorized taenter end reaide permanently In the receiving State.

Article 18
The Centrai Authorities of both States sali take ail necessary stepa to obtainpermission for the chlld to leave the State et arigin end to enter and realde permanentlyin the receiving State.

Article 19
1 The transfer of the child to the receiving State may only b. carried out if therequirements of Article 17 have been aatisfed.
2 The Central Authorities of both States ahalI ensure that this transfer takea place insecure and appropriate circumstances end, if possible, in the company of the adoptiveor prospective adoptive parents.

3 If the transfer of the child does not taes place, the reports referred ta iniArticles 15 and 16 are ta be sent back to the authre who fo rded hm
