
5. Ifthe President of the International Court ofJutice, is a citize ofeither P>arty, the

âmention of appointment shl be trans&érred to the Vice-president or the n=x most
senior member of the Court who is not a citizen of either Party.

6. The arbitral trbunal suldetermine its own procedure, but ît shah reach as
deciuions by a majority of votes.

7T The decision of the arbitrai tribunal shaU be final and binding.

ARTICLE 21

Lndershsndng wl*h a Province of Canada

Thie relevant authority of Croatia and a province of Canada may concl[u&dertnig

concerning any social secutity matter within provincial juuadictio in Canada in so far as
those, underatandings are not incostn with the provisions of this Agreemient.

PART V

TRA4NSMTONAL AND> FINAL PROVISION$

ARTICLE 22

1. Any creditable period completed before the date of entry into force of this
Agreement shall b taken inta account for the purpose of deernining te rigit to a

benefit under this Agreement nd its amount.

2, No~ prvso of tiù Agrement shah confer any right to receive payment of a
berneit for a pariod bafore ltae date of aswry into force of titis Agreemnt.

3. Subject to paragraph 2 of this Article, a beneft, othàrtan a lump sum payment,

shall be paid under titis Agreemnt in respect of evants wbaikit lipprned before the

date of ety into, force of titis Agreeumt.
