
(iii) other Canadian federal, provincial or territorial wolfare PaYments
of a similar character which are income or means tested, as
muntually agreed by the competent authorities; and

(b) by assesing as incomne of that person and, where applicable that person's

partner, only a proportion of any other benefit received by that person and,

where applicable that persons partner, under the legisiation of Canada
calculated by mnultiplying the number ofwhole months, Plus one,

accmulated by that person in a period of Australian working life

resîdence, but flot exceeding 300, by the amount ofthat benefit and

dividing that pro<luct by 300.

2. A person referred to in paragrapli 1 shall only be entitled to receve the

concessional assesment of incomne descnibed in sbpargraph l(b) forany period

during which the rate of that person's Australian benefit is proportionalised under

the legisiation of Australia.

3. Where an Australian benefit is payable only by virtue of this Agreement to a

person who is ini Australia, the rate of that benefit shali be determined b>':

(a> calculating that person's income according to the Australian Iegislation but

disregarding in that calculation an>' Canadian benefit to which the person

or the person's partner 18 entitled;

(b) deducting that Canadian benefit from the maximum rate of that Australian

benefit; and

(c) applying to the remaining benefit obtained under subparagraph (b) the

relevant rate calculation set out ini the Australian legislation, using as the

person's income the amount calculated under subparagraph (a).

4. Where the rate of a benefit calculated in accordance with paragraph 3 is lesa than'

the rate of that benefit which would be payable under paragraph 1 if the person

concerned were outside Australia, the first-mentioned rate shaîl be increased to an

amounit equivalent to the second-mentioned rate.

5. For the purposes of paragraph 4, a coniparison of the rates of a benefit determineri

in accordance with paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 shall bo made as at:

(a) the date of the first pension pay-day occurring afier the date on which the

dlaim for the benefit was lodged; and

(b) each anniversary of that pension pay-day for so long as the person

concernied is entitled to the benefit, using, in that comparison, the number

of months in the period of Australian working life residence accumulated

by the person at the date as at which the comparison is made.
