
(i) the amount of the fiat-rate portion of the benefit determined in confornity
with the provisions of the Canada Pension Plan

by

(ii) the fraction whîch represents the ratio of the periods of contributions to the
Canada Pension Plan in relation to the minimum qualifying pcriod
required under that Plan to establish eligibility for that benefit but in no
case shall that fraction exceed the value of one.

CHAPTER 3

BENEFITS UNDER THE LEGISLATION 0F TUE REPUBLIC 0F LATVIA

ARTICLE 15

Cilculating the Amount of Benefit Payable

1. If, under the legisiation oft.dm Republic of Latvia, the conditions for eligibility
for a benefit are met without the need to take into, account creditable periods
accumulated under the legisiation of Canada, the competent institution of the
Repub1ic of Latvia shall determine the amounit of that benefit exclusively on
the basis of the creditable perioda accumnulated under its legisiation.

2. If, under the legisiation of the Republic of Latvia, eligibility for a benefit can
bc established oniy through the application of the toralizing provisions of
Chapter 1, the competent institution of the Republic of Latvia:

(a) shalh calculate the theoretical amounit of the benefit which wouid be
paf d if thm totaiized creditabie periods had been accumulatcd, under the
legisiation of the Republic of Latvia alone; and

(b) on the basis of thm theoretical amount cakculated in accordance with
sub-paragraph (a>, shah determine the amounit of benefit payable by
applying the ratio of the length of the creditabie periods accumuiated
under the legisition of the Repubiic of Latvia to the totalized
creditabie periods.

ARTICLE 16

Entitlem.ent and Payaient of Benefits

1. Aperson described in Article 3 who resides in Canada shall be entitied to benefits
under the Act on St<4 e Pensions and the Act on State Funded Pensions under the
sanie tenus and conditions as if that person were residing in die Republic of
Latvia.

2. When appiying the transitional, provisions of the Act on Siate Pensions regarding
creditable periods accmulatd prier to 1 .lanuary 1991 outside the Republic of
Latvia, the comnpetet institution of the Republic of Latvia shall not take into
account any period which is credfitable under the legisiation of Canada.

3. Notwithistanding any other provision of this Agreement benefits under the Act on
State Social Beneflhs shail be paid to a person who is outside the Republic of
Latvia only te the extent permitted by that Act.
