goodwill and co-cperction which charzacterize relations betwcen
Caneda snd the country he represented with such great distinction.
His trugic death will be a loss both to the United States and
Coneds, and to his governnent ond his people we extcnd our deep
sympathy. We also express our sorrow to the families of those
wino were lost. For then, the trogedy vhich we 2ll feel ig
perticular and personcl, and vwe sympathize with them in their
grief."

Following is the text of a message sent by the Secretary of State
External Affairs to Dean Acheson, United States Secretary of State:

"The tragic death of your Ambasszdor and his collezzues from
the United States Enbassy here has shocked znd saddened this
capitel today. Throughout Cznada the fronk and fricndly attitude of
Lourence Steinhardt towards this country was rccognized and
aprrecicted and he hod become for us a symbol of the neighbourly
relations between our two countrleg.i:gls death will thercfore be
regorded as a loss to Canada as much 2s to the United ot&tus:] Those
of us who knew him personally end admired him for the great energy
and understanding with which he performed his duties will feel a
particular sense of grief. May I extend to you the sympathy or the
Ctnedian people in the loss to your country of so experienced and
distinguished a rember of your service, ond equally in the loss of
the colleagues who accompanied him on this finzl journey and who
with him in their work in Canadu were contributing so greutly to the
welfare of our two nations
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
