Session, we shall all voluntarily refrain from the introduction
of unrelated political considerations into the proceedings

of the specialized agencies as well as the organs that have
been assigned specific responsibilities for implementing

the decisions of the Special Session. We should allow

these bodies to get on with their technical work. This

would surely be in the best interests of each UN member and

of the organization as a whole.

Mr. President, the celebration of the thirtieth
anniversary of the United Nations prompts all of us to reflect
upon the place of this Organization in the life of the
international community. Its critics have been many and
persistent; its supporters sometimes wavering. But, whatever
its shortcomings over the years, we must recognize the
simple fact that, in our quest for peace and security and
our search for solutions to the great economic and social
issues of our time, this universal forum is irreplaceable
and essential to each of the governments and peoples we
represent.
