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UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE

STEPS TO PROVIDE ASSISTANCE TO PERSONS WITHOUT
BENEFITS

Mr. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whitby): Mr. Speaker,
my question is for the Minister of Labour. In view of the
increased thousands now who are out of work because of
the prolonged period of unemployment, which number

will be added to at the end of this week as a result of the
curtailment of seasonal benefits, can the minister inform
the House whether special, emergency steps are being
taken to provide additional benefits for the thousands
affected by the level of unemployment?

Hon. Bryce Mackasey (Minister of Labour): Mr. Speak-
er, I said yesterday, to be precise, to an hon. member, 1
am sure the hon. member would not want to mislead the
House in that regard.” He was talking about something
else. I also said, “I have no intention at present of
extending seasonal benefits beyond May 15.” This means
that the people on unemployment insurance will be
drawing benefits until the end of May. This is the signifi-
cance of the May 15 date. They will draw benefits for
two weeks following May 15. Extending seasonal benefits
will do nothing for people presently unemployed and not
drawing unemployment insurance as a result of the
rather stringent regulations which make it impossible for
many people who have been out of work for a long time
to draw unemployment insurance. Nevertheless, I am
aware of the situation and have asked for a full report
from the department. I must bring to the attention of the
House that the hon. member’s suggestion would require a
change in the Unemployment Insurance Act as well as an
increase in the rates and would do nothing at all for
people presently unemployed and who are not on unem-
ployment insurance benefits, seasonal or otherwise.

Mr. Broadbent: After listening to that rather prolonged
answer from the minister may I ask whether he will,
after he has looked into the situation, inform the House,
say by next Tuesday at the latest, of what he has decided
to do?

Mr. Mackasey: Yes, Mr. Speaker. That decision will be
based on the facts, figures and statistics which the
department is putting together.

UNEMPLOYMENT INCREASE—MEETING WITH REPRESENTA-
