PROPOSED TAKEO VER 0F ACKLANDS LIMITED BY UNITED
STATES COMPANY GOVERNMENT ACTION

Mr'. David Lewis (York South): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Minister of Industry, Trade and Com-
merce. In his absence last week the Acting Minister of
Industry, Trade and Commerce, the Minister of Manpower
and Immigration, was asked some questions regarding the
proposed takeover of Acklands, Limited of Winnipeg,
Canada's iargest automotive suppiy wbolesaler, by a
United States firm from Atianta. One of the answers that
the Minister of Manpower and Immigration gave on Sep-
tember 12 was that company representatives were ready to
meet with the minister and discuss the takeover. May I
ask the minister whether such a meeting has been
arranged and when it wili take place?

Hon. Aiastair Gillespie (Minister of Industry, Trade
and Comnmerce): Mr. Speaker, it is truc that such a meet-
ing has been arranged. It wiii take place tomorrow after-
noon and I and my officiais expect to meet with the
ieading representatives of the company.

Mr'. Lewis: Wouid the minister assure the House that in
his meeting with the company representatives hie will
investigate the takeover proposai in accordance with the
criteria set in the bill concerning foreign investment and
take steps to prevent the takeover unless the benef its and
interests of Canadians are protected?

Mr'. Gillespie: Mr. Speaker, I shail certainiy be discuss-
ing with the off iciais the whole question of the significant
benefit to Canada of this proposai, but as the hon. member
must know, Bill C-132 is not yet the lave of Canada, though
I hope, as I know other members do, that it will be very
shortly.

Mr'. Lewis: In view of the fact that there are precedents,
for example, Home Oil and Denison Mines, where the
federai government did take steps to hait a takeover, may
I ask the minister whether he can assure the flouse that he
wiii request that the takeover be balted untii a full inqui-
ry is made as to Canada's benefit and, if necessary, until
Bill C-132 becomes the law of Canada?

Mr'. Gillespie: Mr. Speaker, I think my conversation
tomorrow wiii give me a better opportunity of judging
what action, if any, should be taken.
