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lead his mind to a different conclusion,

Mr. Huskissoa will doubtless, from the

influence of the same motives, atlbrd his

countrymen the satisfaction of knowing

that a proposal respecting our currency,

which, if adopted under the present cir-

cumstances, might essentially promote the

views of our enemies, has no longer the

sanction of his high authority.
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
