At fuch a diftance

no minifter can adapt his inftruc-

tions to every emergency, and a

General who dares not ad: without

minute inftrudions, would have

been more in his element in the

rank of a corporal.

You accufed the miniftry of

whifpering away your character

;

and you afterwards, very fooliflily,

qualified the accufation by faying,

'' that if the reflexions againfl:

" you did not originate with the

" miniftry, at leaft, they did not
