The parents on either side have 
worked long and hard to rear their 
own families. They are 
their old age to a little ease, a little 
letting up of the «train under which 
they have been so long, to a few more 
comfort* than they have been able to 
Indulge themselves ln when they were 
bringing up their own children, and 
denied themselves every luxury to 
give their boy# and girls a better edu­
cation, better clothes, a better chance 
ln life than they had.

It ta a shame. It Is an outrage. It 
Is a craven thing to do, for a man to 
marry a girl and then expect either 
hie father and mother, o\ her father 
and mother to take upon their bent 
old backs the burden of her support, 
and of her babe, forcing them to start 
over again all the sacrifices they have 
been thru ln rearing a family. Pity 
for their parents should be enough of 
Itself to keep a poor, young couple 
from marrying until they are able to 
finance their own household.

The only poor girl who has a right 
to marry a poor soldier boy as he 
starts to war 1» a girl like my 
respondent—a business girl who has 
the Intelligence, the skill, and the 
ability to take care of herself and to 
support her family. She is in the fin­
ancially independent class, and le- a 
free woman, free to do as she pleases.

The self-supporting girl who t can 
stand squarely on her own two feet 
has many glorious privileges, but 
none so great as this, that In this 
crucial hour she may follow the lea® 
of her heart, and take her happlnoss 
without fear. For If the worst should 
happen and her man comes back to 
her broken in body and health, hers 
will be the privilege of not only nurs- 
lng and tending him with a wife’s de­
votion, but of being able to support 
him In comfort, as be would have sup­
ported her, had he not laid the vigor 
of hie manhood on his country's altar.
