plained Pathetically to the insurance
commissioners that the aet of pariia-
ment setting forth his functions and
Powers as the national watchman over
insurance companies does not authorige
him to compel information or to limit
irvestments,

He has suggesteq that only this lack
of authority prevented him dealing
strongly with extravagant expenses of
officials, small profits paid to policy-
holders, angd other abuses. Mr, Fitz-
gerald has not shown that he made’
any persistent effont to obtain ”n poOw-
ers which he says the act did not con-
fer upon him.

Instead of speaking of “England,”
hé' is becoming accustomed ‘to saying
the “British empire.”

We
do not object to Canada being describ-
ed as a part of the British empire. But
when we are dealing with purely Cana-
dian affairs we prefer the werd ‘“Cana-
dian” to be used, and not “British.”

Chamberlain’s Way,

Mr. Chamberlain is a little wiser in
this connection than he used to be. In
