stantial advance for the day. Cash busi-
t, | ness, while not .s large as the previous
day, was fairly. good and there have un-
questionably been  large sales of both
wheat and flour for domestic export ac-
count during the last few days. Our
prices are now nractically the cheapest
in the world and anywhere around the
present level. it should prove attractive
to foreign buyers. Extremely unseason-
able weather in the far northwest was
responsible for much of the strength late
in the day, the cempex‘nture at Calgary
in the Canadian Northwest Territory be-
ing reported only 28. Messages claiming
backward conditions sifted in all day
and it is claimed that the crop is not
making good progress and that a frost by
Sept. 10 will surely nip the bulk of it.
Wheat is not doing well in cther portions
of the northwest on this side of the line
and there is still plenty of time for dam-
age of a serious character to overtake
the North Dakota <rop. Altogether con-
ditions, barring outside coinmercial de-
velopments, favor a sharyp rally.

Corn—FHas been firm and higher with
offerings ljght and a good class of in-
vestment BHuying. The cash demand is
taking care of all the available supplies
and the farmers are showing no great in-
clinatiof to sell and wor't be until the
danger from frost is past. This last item
is still a remarkably ralient factor in the
situation and must net be oVerlooked.

Oats—There was #& .further tightening
up dn this market and the situation is
growing more bullish, in spite of the in-
. creased receipts. These are grading very
poorly and there is little chance that sup-
p'les of contract will be burdensome to
the big bulls. It is a strong argument
based on legitimate conditions and will
doubtless go higher.

STRIKING MINERS RESTRAINED

Buffalo Mining Co. of Cobalt Gets an
Interim Injunction.

The Buffalo Mines, Limited, yester-
day got from Chief Justice Falcon-
bridge an interim injunction good un-
til Aug. 29, restraining Cobalt branch
146 of the Western Federation of Min-
ers, and Robert Roadhouse, Robert
Kearns, A. L. Botty, Jas. McGuire,
Edward O’Bryne, Willilam Hewitt and
John Hopper from interfering with
the men émployed by the Buffalo
Company.

Chief Justice Falconbridge granted
the order on affildavits made by Frank
Loring and other officials of the com-
pany, which declared that the strik-
ers were seriously interfering with
operations.

The injunction in part reads: “From
interfering and from using violence or
intimidation, or from persistently fol-
lowing employes or would-be employes
from place to place, or from besetting
or watching the buildings or per-
suading them to break their con-
tracts or to encourage them to con-
tinue on strike, or from unlawfully
persuading by speech or otherwise
would-be employes, or from boycotting
any person or firms doing business
with plaintiffs.”
