Washington, May 22.—The rumors of a
great naval battle current last night, were
fisposed of by the Navy Department earty
to-day in the following official bulletin:

«“No truth In the published statement con-
cerning an engagement off Mole, St. Nicho-
las, Hayti, In which 12 ships were sunk.”

This was posted, not only for general
information, but also .to quiet the alarm
among relatives and friends of those on
board the American ships. This Indicates
that the officlal information is such as to
warrant the statement that the American
and Sparish squadrons have not met.

T THAT PHANTOM FLEET.

Cervera Has His Squadron Out of

the Way of Sampson at Present.
Key West, Fla., May 22.—(6.30 p.m.)—
Speculation is still concentrated on the
whereabouts of Admiral Cervera’s squa-
dron, the general opinion favoring some
point on the southern Suban coast. As
both sides of the island are now patrolled
by the United States warships, the naval
authorities will not admit the possibilify
of Cervera's escape. Reports from Admiral
Sompson's squadmon say that all is quiet
off the north coast of Cuba. Nothing from
Cemimodore Schley is expected before Mon-
day or Tuesday. A rumor reported here
that four American warships, while bom-
barding Santiago de Cuba, had been driven
off by the Spanish fleet, but the story is
generally discredited. Where it came from
Is a mystery.

The Destruction at Cardenas.

Senor Ernesto Castro. a well-known law-
yer and president of the Revolutionary
Junta of Cardenas, arrived here to-day on
the United States gunboat Annapolis. Dur-
ing the recent bombardment at Cardenas
Senor Castero was in the bay in a smafl
boat, trying to Teach the American vessels
and get transportation to the United
States on an important mission. He was
compelled to_return to the shore, where
he saw and heard of the results of the
bombardment.

Senor Castro says an American shell ex-
ploded in the very entrance fo the Spanish
casino] shat‘t’eﬂnz the building and setting
fire to it," The casino, which had been
used as a military headquarters and Infan-
try barracks, and which was the largest
setructure in the town, was utterly ‘ae-
stroyed. Other buildings were wrecked.
Bome of the shots went as faer as the
Triente 'sugar plantation, two miles in the
Interior. The spanish loss of life, Senor
Castro believes to have been very :heavy.
It was so reported. After the bombard-
ment ceased the military commander press-
ed all able-bodied men into the work of
carrying sand to build new batteries, and
the next day 1200 men were brought from
Matanzas and Havana to continue the
work.

Senor Castro, after passing four days on
the Pledras Key, signalled thé United
States gunboat Wilmington and was taken
off. He says famine prevails everywhere
In‘Cuba. In Cardenas rice is 25.cents per
pound; condensed milk sells at $1.50 per
can, and horse flesh brings 75 cents per
pound. There is no beef or bread:

The insurgents are in dire distress. For-
merly provisions were smuggled from the
cities, but that relief is now impos®le,
since the cities themselves are starving.
The insurgents are trying to subsist on
peppery woed and palm buds. Senor Sastro
tasted meat to-day for the first flme in
five weeks,

Spaniards Bitter Against Anglo-
Saxons. .

St. Jobn’s, Nfid., May 22.—Capt. Strong
»f the brigantine Energy, which arrived here
to-day with a cargo of salt from Cadiz,
Teports that when he left Cadiz a fortnight
ago, the greatest activity prevalled In the
naval arsenal there, The two Hamburg-
American -liners, Columbia and Normannia,
purchased to be used as auxiliary cruisers,
fmd no ‘wnamed the Rapido and Patria,
were being rapidly armored, and the war-
ships refitting in the harbor were leading
stores and ammunitions of war,

Capt. Strong 'Is convinced that at the
time he was InlCadiz the Spanish Govern-
ment fully Intended to so'nd this fleet to
Attack American coast cities on the North
Atlantie, preferably Boston. He says the
Spanish populace was greatly Inflamed
against English and Americans, and that
his crew dared not venture ashore.

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Paris Figaro Says Tney-.. ¥ Settled
Their African Differences.

The Agreement Will, it is Said, Be
Satisfactory to Both Nations, and
Will Involve the Ceding of Brous.
sa to England, While France Will
Get Nikki-—Papers Will Be Signed
This Week.

Paris, May 22.—The Figaro publishes the
important announcement that the d&elicate
Niger question, which threatened to lead to
an Anglo-French war, has been settled and
that an agreement between the two gov-
ernments will be signed this week at the
French Foreign Office. The agreement will
be satisfactory to both nations. it 1p-
volves mutual concessions, the chief being
that the town of Broussa, which the
French occupied, but which Englahd claim-
ed by earlier treaties, will be given to
Ergland, while France will retain Nikki
and two towns in the middle. The line of
demarkation starts from Plo, on the Niger,
and runs southwest, leaving Nikkl inside
the French spheré. The Iimportance of
Broussa lles in the fact that it is the high-
est town to which the Niger is navigable.

THIS CASTS A DOUBT

Upon the Genuineness of the Report
of The Paris Figaro.

New York, May 22.—The London corres-
pondent of The Sun, referring to the report
sent by him Friday last to the effect that
Great Britain had served notice on France
to get out of South Africa at once, says:
““Nothing further has developed regarding
the report that Great Britain insists that
Fiance shall abandon forthwith all her
claims to the African Hinterland.  Most of
the Paris reports on this subject are pacl-
fic, while those from British sources are
quite the contrary. It is probable, at all
events, that the French Government wishes
to avoid a crisis on this subject for the
present, both on account of her own In-
terests, and because Russia does not desire
a collision at this moment. The French
attitude is that of temporary conciliation,
which does not satisfy the British Govern-
ment, Whether the latter has seen fit to
demand the definite withdrawal of fhe
French pretensions in West Africa is Im-
possible to say, But if this has been done,
it by no means follows that war will re-
sult, for it ds more than doubtiul if Rus-
sia would support France in refusing at
such cost.

‘“Indications multiply, however, that Rus-
slan hostility fo England has recently be-
come so deep and Implacable that the
change involves the 'Czar's personal atti-
tude. According to the latest reports,
Princess Victoria 6f Schleswig-Holsteln,
who spent the winter with the Czar and
Czarma in St. Petersburg, is quoted as
bringing interesting information on this
point. ° =

‘““The Princess says that the Czar could
not have been mare friendly towards Eng-
land than he was until January, when he
took umbrage at the action of England in
China. He is now furiously anti-English.
It appears that His Majesty expected vto
have China left solely to him. He thinks
that if he does not interfere with England
in Tndia, England shiould not interfere with
bim in China,”

A PERILOUS VOYAGE,

Senor Capoti and Other Cubans Es-
eaped in a Small Boat,
Kingston, Jamalca, May 22.—Senor Men-
dez Capote, Vice-President of the Cuban
Requblic, who is on his way to Washington,
arrived here yesterday, With him were
Senors Manuel de Spaigue, his private sec-
retary; Alberto Herrera, military aide, and
Orencio Nodarse, the Controller-General and
Commandante. They were taken off the
Cuban coast, twelve miles east of Cienfue-
gos, on Tuesday night, by th‘!\ filibuster,
Capt. eGrvasio Sablo, and had a tempestn-
ous voyage of two days in an open 3-ton
sailboat. They were nearly swamped sev-
eral times, While journeying here from
Montego Bay with an Assoclated Press
correspondent, Senor Capote, after hearing
two weeks' news and the truth regarding

the Manila victory, said:

“I go to Washington to set forth the as-
pirations of the Provisional Government
in conjunction with Senor Palma. I cannot
disclese the precise nature of the repre-
sentations I shall make, Thelr object is
to establish a #irm understanding between
the Governments and to arrange a basis
of co-operation [h military designs and a
civil reorganization of the island. We feel
immensely grateful to the United Stales
for. their aid. :

“The non-decisive character of the war
go far is a little disappointing to us, but
we know the American plans must bé wise
and certain in the end to effect the result
striven for. The result for us Is not liberty
alone, but Independence, for the United

States as well, of Spain.”
