All Supplies Are Ready.

‘“Even censorious grumblers are: compelled
to admit that the antiquated military sys-
tem, enmeshed with red tape, is a better
ergine than is generally supposed. Sup-
plies, clothing, equipment, rifles, powder
and other stores are adequate tor the emer-
gency. Horses and mules have been quick-
Iy obtained, and delays in the sea trans-
port.service for réinforcements already sent
may be charged against the Admiralty. Afll
arrangements for the system of transpor-
tation and supplies for the army in South
Africa have been carefully prepared in ad-
vance, and are working smoothiy, Whether
the rapid mobilization -of the full army
corps can be worked out at short notice re-
mains to be seen. “That is a point which
now interests military tacticians.

Some Crities Are Uneasy.

“More critical observers are-uneasy over
the exposed position of the British outposts

in Natal, and are hoping that war will not|

begin for three weeks. According to the
latest information, two battallons of Hus-
sars, with two field batteries and a moun-
tain battery, are in camp near Dundee,with
Laing's Nek fifty miles away, while the
railway is guarded at Glencoe by two com-
panies, and the Fifth Lancers and a bat-
talion of the King's Royal Rifles are at
Ladysmith. Reinforcements are steadily
clesing up toward the frontler.

It will be twelve days before the British
gerrison in Natal is in sufficient force to
meet an attack from the Transvaal. If
Kruger be bent upon fighting, he ought to
strike quickly, when British communica-
tions with the coast can be Interrupted
and the outposts overpowered by superior
numbers.

War Party in Ascendant.

“The war paity here is thoronghly in the
ascendant, but there is no popular enthu-
siasm for a campaign in South Africa, and
no agreement on the moral points in justi-
fieation of hostilities, so soon after Lord
Pauncefote has been the evangel of peace
and arbitration at The Hague.

“The Spectator considers Mr. Kipling's
pcem, ‘The King,' as worthy -of ‘The Re-
cessional,’ and credits/film with finding the
true theme of the war in the protest against
the tyranny and oppression of the Ulitland-
ers. That is undue praise for a poem which
needs to he read twice in order to be un-
Merstood, but it is the correct view of the
‘best method of justifying a campaign
against the Transvaal. ‘No taxation with-
out representation’ wag a good enough.cry
for the American revolutionists, and poli-
tical enfranchisement for the Uiltlanders
and the equality of the white races is the
best available issue on which a eampaign
can be fought against the two Dutch re-
publics, Waged for the principle of suzer-
sinty, it cannot be reconciled with the
convention of 1884 as interpreted by Lord
Derby and Mr. Courtney.

Unionists in Revolt,

“Sir Edward Clark and a few other Union-
ist members of Parliament are in revolt
against that line of attack. Another me-
thod of justifying a war starts with the
assnmption that the Dutch are conspiring
against English supremacy in South Africa
and laying the foundations for a confeder-
ation of the Dutch Republican States. Cur-
iously enough, advanced thinkers of the
Rhodes type forecast a similar confedera-
tion of the British colonles as the ultimate
effect of the conquest of the Dufch repub-
lie, but they provide a British Governor-
General as a figurehead. Military cham-
picns assert that the Boers firnily believe
that one Dopper is worth ten Englishmen
in battle, and that there can be no peace
in South Af®ea zatil the arrogant pride
and vanity of the. Boers are broken by de-
feat, .

When Parliament Meets.

“Lord Salibury,. when Parliament meets,
is likely to take up the grlevances of the
Uitlanders as a full and ample cause for
war, and press home the arguyment which
the Liberals will find it diffieult to answer:
The country will give the Government
united support. but as it eounts the cost of
war in blood and treasure In advance, it
has many searchings of heart”
