JFHE PRICE OF GAS,

The annual meeting of the Consumers’
Gas Company was held on Monday, Oct. 30,
The city corporation, representing gas con- |
sumers, has certain statutory rights in the
administration of the company’s affairs. No
one was at the meeting, however, to repre-
sent the city, not even an auditor, whoin
the city has authority to appeint to in-
vestigate the company’s affairs. It was
even with difficulty that The World was
able to secure a copy of the annual report.
No éne at the City Hall appears to be pay-
ing the slightest attention to business, al-
though every gas comsumer has a direct
financial interest in the profits of the com-
pany. The annual report I8 a brief docn-
ment. The public are let into but few of
the company's secrets, hut sufficient fig-
ures are given to show that gas consumers
are entitled to an immediate and substan-
tial .reduction In the price of gas. We
learn from the report that the inerease of
gas consumption in 1809 was 68,715,000 feet
over that of 1898. This Is the largest an-
nual increase in the history of the com-
pany. It represents an increase of 1214 per
cent. The profits of the company
are correspondingly large. We learn
that the company’s receipts for the year
were $691,500. After the total expenses for
the year are deducted from the receipts,
there Is a balance on hand of $295,556. Ou
of this sum $170,000 goes for dividends, be-
ing 10 per cent. on '$1,700,000. The balance
is accounted for as follows : Depreciation
of plant, $50,000; profit and lo#s, $81,364.
The items of expense in the statement are
vague, so that it is impossible to tell just
what the company . done with its large
receipts. Three miles of mains have been
laid during the year, and a large purifying’
house erected. Part of the money for these
extensions was, we are told, ralsed by de-
bentures. The Inference is that the rest
was pald out of current receipts. “ At any
rate, the items submitted are vague and
indefinite, and seem designed to hide, in-
stead of reveal, the true state of affairs.
Notwithstanding all this, the company ad-
mits a profit for the year of $81,364. The
reduction in the price of gas to 90 ceats
has greatly increased the consumption and
the revenve. The profits are now so large
that the company does not know what to
do with them. By statute it is prevented.
from distyibuting more than 10 per cent.
in dividefids. Under the same statute gas
consumers are entitled to a reduction In
the price of gas when the surplus warrants
it. 'The surplus last year, after every con-
ceivable charge had been made against the
revenue, was $81,634. Consumers should
have had the benefit of this surplus in re-
duced rates. If the price of gas had been
80 cents, that is, 10 cents less than the ex-
isting rate, the income on the output of last
year would have been $77,506 less than

The Mayor and Council
are negligent in their duty in not insisting
on a reduction in prices, according to the
terms of the statute. The surplus last year
warrants an immediate reduction of 10
cents at least. There s such a plethora of
mopey and assets in the hands of the com-
pany that it does not know what to do
with It all. In order to invent methods for
accounting for the surplus, it puts down
such an item as this : “Profit and loss re-
served for dividend No. 198, $42,500,” The
company is declaring dividends a year in
advance. This is lttle short of robbery. It

was never intended that the surplus should
be set aside for any such purpose. This
surplus belongs, legally and morally, to the
gas consumers of Toronto. The sharehold-
ers have no right to declare the profits of
the year 1800 as dividends of the year 1800.
The money belongs to the consumers, and
it should be pald out to them in the shape
of lower charges for gas.
