BEAUTIFUL, RESTFUL BERMUDA.

A Land That Even a Prisoner Can
Learn to Love and Many a Free
Man Would Rejoice to Visit,

The Quebec Steamship Company main-
tains a splendid line of steamers between
ﬁ.w York and Bermuda. It was my good
gortune to go and come by the staunch and
well-equipped steamer Pretoria, with large
apd airy staterooms, a table abundantly
furnished with the choicest viands, lighted
“thruout Wwith electricity, furnished with
eyvery modern conyenience, and, under the
control of officers and attendants who
were courteous and capable, this ship sup-
plies every desirable comfort to the tour-
f{st. The route {s of interest, because it
crosses the Gulf Stream, that fmperfectly

upderstood “‘river in the ocean,” but which

exerts such a potent influence upon the
climate and products of many lands.

The islands are distinguished for thelr
splendid isolation. With, possibly, the ex-

jand upon the face of the globe so isolated
as Is Bemn@. It lles as far south as
Cbarleston, as far east as Nova Scotla,
and 1s about 700 miles from New York.
Bermuda is a8 group of many jrregular is
lands which lie so near together that the
principal are connected by bridges. Many
of them are too small to be inhabited.
These interesting islands have an area of
about 20 square miles, and a population
of about X They are now connected
with Halifax by cable, and messages can
bei sent at 45 cents per word.

The scientifi¢ nature of the formation of
these islands, and the history of thelr set-
{lement, are subjects upon which I cannot
Lere enter, but suffice it to say It is held
by the best authorities that these coral is-
lands have been built upon the summits
of submarine mountains, and now by the
action of wind and wave present hill and
vale, covered with a rich variety of sub-
tropical trees, plants and fruits.

Tom Moore, the poet, resided here for a
considerable time, and the house in which
he lived is still a point of interest to tour-
iste. He said, ‘*‘These little Bermuda ls-
lands form certainly one of the prettiest
and most romantic spots that I could ever
have imagined, and the descriptions which
epresent it as a place of fairy enchant-
ment are little beyond the truth.”” He also
said:

“(ould you but view the scenery falr
That now beneath my window lies,

You'd think that nature lavished there
Her purest wave, her softest skies,

T'o make a heaven for love to gigh in,
¥or bards to live, and saints to.die in.”

. Purgatory v. Paradise.

Bermuda has been called Paradise, but
some one has said you must go thru Pur-
gatory to reach it, refctring to the rough-
ness of the ocean while crossing the Gulf
Stream. - Some of the passengers were
sea-sick before we were well out of New
York harbor, while others of us did not
miss a meal while either going or coming.
'he main islands are encircled by a chain
of submerged ceral reefs, extending for
miles into the ocean. The channels thru
which vessels can pass are few and intrl
cate. The principal channel is well buoyed
and a skilful pilot is employed to take the
vessel into port.

The approach of the steamship to Ber-
muda is exceedingly interesting, even ex-
citing, to the tourist, and a notable event
to the inhabitants, as it brings to them the
mail, supplies and Joved ones. When the
steamer is recognized a fog-signal an-
nounces that the Quebec mail steamer is
in the channel. The glad news is signalled
to all parts of the islands and brings hun-
dreds of whites and blacks to the wharf to
await the arrival. Amidst scenery of rare
beauty we slowly thread our way amongst
the islands, and at length reach the unique
and pretty little town of Hamilton, beau-
tifully located and overlooking one of the
prettiest harbors in the world.

The winter hotels were not open at the
.time of our visit, but we found very com-

fortable accommodation at the American |

Ilouse, and at reasonable rates. The pro-
prietor is a Canadian and gives a specially
cordial welcome to Canadfan guests. 1 am
sure Canadian visitors will not be disap-
pointed if they make the American House
their home. An up-to-date livery stable is
kept in connection with the hotel.
Government.

Bermuda s a colony of Great Britain,and
the government. is administered by a Gov-
ernor, appointed by the Crown; a Council
of ten members, appointed for life by the
Imperial government, and a House of As-
gsembly of 86 members, elected by the peo-
ple and holding office for seven years. In
order to be entitled to vote, a person must
own real estate valued at $300, and must
possess four times that amount in order
to be qualified {o become an Assembly
man.

The colored people have the same civll
rights as the whites, yet, altho they out-
number the whites two to one, they have
only one-third as many votes as the whites.

Bermuda is one of England’'s most power-
ful strongholds. Kvery approach is care-
fully guarded by heavily armed . forts and
batteries. Here are stored vast quantities
of arms and ammunitibn. The ample
sounds and harbors furnish a sheltered ren-
dezvous for all classes of vessels. 'The
Home government, at vast expense, is at
present enlarging the extensive dockyard,
and is keeping In first-class order the
enormous floating drydock, capable of re-
ceiving the largest ironclads, so that there
are here ample facilities for the repair of
all classes of vessels. Several thousands
of troops are stationed here, and this is
the rendezvous of the North Atlantic fleet.

;/The Climate.

Situated In mid-ocean, and in close prox-
tmity to the Gulf Stream, these islands
enjoy one of the most equable and dgree-
able elimates in the world. At times it is
hot during the middle of the day, but the
temperature Is usually modified by a de-
lightful sea breeze, the evenings and morn-
i§gs belng comfortable and refreshing. The
témperature never falls below 40 degrees.
The average temperature of February is
about 68 degrees, and of August, the hot-
test month, does not exceed 80 degrees.

Bermuda Houses.

The islands are a coral formation, & SNOW-
white stone and so soff, when first quar-
ried, as to be easily cut with a saw. ‘When
dry it becomes hard and fit for bullding
purposes. Thin slabs of the same material
are used to cover the roofs.

The walls and roofs of the houses are
covered with a whitewash made of coral
sand, so that the poor as well as the rich
seem to dwell in white marble halls.

These roofs, kept thus scrupulously
clean, are ‘the means of collecting the
water for domestlc use. It is stored in
large tanks, which are connected with
every house. g

Reclining luxuriously amongst the cush-
fons of a rubber-tired carriage, drawn by
a splendld span of Dbays, driven over
smooth winding roads, sometimes cut thru
the solid rock, then skirting the shores
of bay or inlet, or passing down an. ave-
nue of tropleal trees and plants, bedecked
with flowers, or a banana orchard laden
with fruit, furnished one of the most de-
lightful and picturesque drives it has been
my privilege to take. There are many such
drives.

This natural fishpond was evidently once
a ecavern, with a subterranean communi-
cation with the ocean. The roof has fallen
in, leaving an open pond of great depth,
into which many fish have been placed.

KING'S TITLE,

New York, Nov. 5.—The world, com-
menting on the King's title, says: The ti-
tle has been ‘“Edward the Seventh, by the
Grace of God, of the United Kingdom. ol
Great Britain and Ireland King, Defender
of the Faith, Emperor of India.”

The only change I8 in inserting arter
“Ireland” the words “and of the Britlsh
dominions beyond the sea."

When Colonial Secretary Chamberiain
announced in the House of Commons on
July 4 (American Independence Lay, DY
an odd coincidence) that a bill would be
{ntroduced into parliament soon “chang-
ing the title of the King so as to more
clearly recognize his goverelgnty over the
entire British Empire” the impression Was
widespread that the main change wou'd be
the substitution of “Emperor’” for “King.”
There was significance in Mr. Champet-
lain’s making the anuouncement, for one
object, if mot the chief purpose of tne
change, was to make the title embdrace
the colonies, which in area at least—and
in population, too if the colored Inhabi-
tants are counted—far exceeds those parts
of the Empire recognized in the old ap-
pellation.

The United Kingdom is but & speck on
the map of the British Bmpire. Its 120,-
000 square ms:s would be lost In the 10,-
000,000 of square miles of the colonies In
America, Australia, Africa, Kurope and
in Asla outside of India. Canada aloue
stretches out over more than twice as
much territory as the United Kingdom
and the Fmpire of India mentioned in
the old title. So does Australia, and 80,
too, do those parts of South, Bast, west
and Central Africa clalmed by britain,
not to speak of Bgypt.

«The British dominions beyond the sea”
included In the new title are six times
greater than the rest of the Kmpire.

No sooner had the announcement been
made that the King's title would D€
changed than a flood of suggestions poured
in on the newspapers. “Sovereign’ and
“Soverelgn Lord of the Colonies’’ were fa-
yorites.

But BEdward seems to have taken the
matter out of the hands of pariament
by issuing a proclamation and sticking
to “King” In preference to *imperor.”’
“King'’ having been considered ‘exaitea
enough for the Tulers of England for fif-
teen centnries,

The schools are under the supervision of
a Roard of Education, appointed by the
Governor, he being ex-officio the chaimman.
An inspector has the working of the
schools in charge. The white and colored
children meet In separate schools. All
teachers must pass the same examination.
Attendance is compnlsory—the parents be-
ing fined if the children are not sent. Bach
child attending pays a small fee, and the
government gives a grant to each school
according to the attendance. A teacher
who can secure 14 or more scholars is per-
mitted to open a school. In order to secure
a _higher education the children must be
sent abroad. s

Boer Prisoners,

An interesting portion of the population
of Bermuda are the 3000 Boers, located
upon several of the smaller islands. The
British government has shown wisdom in
selecting these isolated and well-fortified
islands as a prison for captured Boers,
and the Boers can congratulate themselves
upon being located In such a delightful
climate and amidst such healthful sur-
roundings. The prisoners are housed in
first-class military tents, with wooden
floors. The Boer camps are carefully guard-
ed by British soldiers and by gunboats,
whose searchlights sweep the camps and
surrounding whiers during the night. The
prisoners are treated exceedingly well.
Suitable reading matter and games of va-
rious kinds ®re furnished them. The ma-
terials are supplied from which they can
make curios, and these are offered for sale
in a shop in/ Hamilton, and the proceeds
given to the maker. Amongst the prisoners
are 100 boys under 16 years of age. Schools
are established for their benefit, and many
men avail themselves of the opportunity
of improving their education, The teachers
are educated Boer piisoners, and the ne-
cessary supply of books, etc., is furnished
by triends in Bermuda. A hospital has
been established for the benefit of the sick.
Notwithstanding pleasant surroundings
and good treatment these prisoners have
made several attempts to escape. One ac-
tually succeeded, after many adventures,
in reaching New York, and regained his
liberty. : ¢

Quite recently  three others escaped 1o
adjoining islands, but were captured and
brought back to camp. One thousand more
prisoners are expected shortly. Thirty-six
prisoner condemned to imprisonment for
life, for treasonable conduct, are in one
of the prisons in Bermuda.
