“l had an education to qualify me
for the duties of a merchant’s clerk or|
bookkeeper,” he gaid in telling the story
of his early days, “but I found there|
was little such employment to 'be had. |
Some of my acquaintances, older than'
I, had come to Amertica 'before, and
after remaining unemployed until they
had spent what money they had brought
with them, wrote home pitiful accounts
of their sufferings. I was determined
not to commit such an error.

What Hix Hands Found to Do, |

“There was plenty of employment for
any one willing to work ang good
wages, and 1 worked in‘ a shipyard
thru the fall and winter. In the spring
I removed to what is now called Monec-
ton to help build a small vessel. I
remember part of the work I did on
her was to muake the dead-eyes for tle
riggers. 1 then painted her, and as
my employer had to go away fi her he
engaged me to take charge of his giore
and books, which I did for some time,

“The parish school required a -teach-
er, and 1 took the situation and taught
for two yearss I taught school for eignt
years teaching mensuration,” naviga~-
tion, algebra, Kuclid and trigonometry-
I think I was doing more work .than
two teachers' do now.

“There was a man in Belfast then,”
he said, “named Thompson, who used
to get out an almanac every year. He
was great in mathemotics. In every
book he’'d have a lot of puzzling ques~
tions, some needing advanced know-
ledge for their solving. I remember
one the Irish papers said was impos-
sible of solution, but my teacher works
ed it out. He and Thompson cor-
responded about it and srew quite
friendly before the almana¢ man mov-
ed to Glasgow. That Thompson's son
is Sir William Thompson, or rather
Lord Kelvin. So you see I studied un-
der pretty good men.”
