Not only
bad America enjoyed the honor of rirst
‘nnOuncin;, thru the Associated Press,
the accession of the present Pontift to
the Chair of St, Peter, but to-day Am-
ericans enjoyed the far greater privi-
lege and honor of being the first to
convey to His Holiness the homage of
the nations. The American pilgrimage
conducted by John J. McGrane of New
York and Father Lynch of the Niagara
University, Suspension Bridge, N.Y.,
which came to Rome to receive the
blessing of Leo XIII, arrived while the
conclave was sitting. Its members
lingered until the never-t-be-forgotten
moment yesterday, when the election of
the new Pope was announced and then
decided reluctantly to leave
While the desolate band were eating a
hurried luncheon, preparatory to leav-
ing, Mr. McGrane, with radiant face,
burst in waving a.tpapex; and almost
ancing inh his excitement,
d“Yougshau see him; you shall see
bim,” he cried, “our cardinal has ar-
ranged it.”

Cardinal Gibbons yesterday had prom-
ised to do his best, explaining how un-
precedented it would be for a Pope, the
day after his election, to receive a for-
ign pilgrimage when there were scores
of high dignitaries who had not yet
been admitted, including even the dip-
jomatic body. Nevertheless, he secur-
ed the consent of the Pope, and at
5.45 this afternoon the Americans were
at the bronze doors of the Vatican.
