N0 JAPS IN 0.5. FLIET
DURING SHAN MANOEUVRES

Those Engaged as Servants Debarred
Lest They Prove to Be Officers
in Disguise.

Baltimore, June 12.—The navy depart-
ment has passed an order barring the Japa-
nese from the American warships during
the war game on the Chesapeake to-night.

While the order is a general one, exclud-
ing all but regularly accredited persons, it
is known to be Intended especially to. pre-
vent the wily Japs from stealing any more
of the secrets of American naval tactics,
The order came to light thru the enforced
deperal'gre of the steward of the Hornet,
which is the flagship of the naval reserves,
There are many Japanese servants in posi-
