A mutuel machine was In -operation at 
Woodbine some years ago, and Is said 
to have been abandoned at the Instance 
of the bookmakers. However, the gentle­
men of the block are capable of taking 
their own part against the totalizator, 
according to the following by a writer in 
The London Express:

The comfort to Investors I take little 
heed of; the mutuel machines create a 
sublime calm, and .that Is a considera­
tion. but a man can always get on all 
right with layers of odds, and can give 

• a wide berth to arrogant “pinchers." Let 
solid men in the ring gfet rid of the 
bogey that their calling would be gone 

- with the advent of the totalizator: it 
would nbt. On the contrary. I believe 
they would turn over much bigger money 
—there woula be more to spare by owners 
and others. Any owner would be pleased 
that the small punter was switehln on 
to the mutuel instead of shouting out 
enquiries to the ring for a horse which 
did not belong to him. The machine is 
nearly always better for favorites, too, 
as It is the fact of money coming In for 
outsiders that makes any system of 
backing first favorites profitable In 
France—especially for places.

Of course, at Louisville, the law allows 
no opposition, and the players make their 
own odds. In other words, they get back 
all the money wagered less 5 per cent. It 
will look like betting in the dark, how­
ever, as the prices cannot be determined 
till all speculation Is over. The machine 
Is conducted by the club and locked be­
fore the flag falls In each race.

The Put-in-Club at the racés Is. next 
door to the Down-and-out Club. It Is a 
function in the east, started on account 
of the raise Jn the betting limit to *5. 
which has become such a bugbear by 
the time of the last race that several 
players have* organized a club whereby 
they can dig down and get the necessary 
five-spot.

With the »St. Lawrence Arena show 
successfully stowed away, the next func­
tion Is at the Woodbine, when the horses 
will be a different kind of attraction— 
better, of course, than last week, and 
worth backing.

McDaniel’s riding at Jamaica has caus­
ed a lot of criticism. The jockey, who 
has been racing at New Orleans, has lost 
all his former cleverness and also his for­
mer admirers. His ride on Berkeley Fri­
day and on the same horse In his pre­
vious start could have been beaten by a 
green stable hand.
