In
the statements made following his first
confession, there are several grave in-
accuracies. ven the original story
does not coincide with the' facts, and
the ‘whole thing is almost as variable
as the accounts given by an import-
ant witness at the Ingquest.

; Bedfort's Tale.

The facts of Bedfort's story are well
known. He speaks of béing approach-
ed by a stranger at a park near the
docks in Toronto, who asked him if he
wanted to make some mongy. “1 can
see that you want,me to do something
pad,’ said Bedfort. .He then speaks
of the negotiations, receiving a lot
of money from the stranger, the pur-
chase of disguises and the trip to Ham-
ilton. . He went to Hamilton the af-
ternodn before the murder, met the
stranger and the Kinrade house was
pointed out as’ being on the cornef
“‘Hikimer”-street. . They separated that
night and met next morning at nine.
He turned over the money and dis-
guises, except the overcoat, to the
etranger. He objected to giving the
money back, but his confederate de-
clared he would get enough to pay his
fare out of the country and $400 be-
gides if he killed the girl.’” He went
to the house at 2.30, asked for momey
from a young girl .about 24 who an-
swered the door.
She wore a dark brown coat, and ap-
peared frightened and went up stairs.
Another girl came down stalrs, and he
fired five shots at her. They struck
in the head and body. He then, ran
thru the house and got out by a win-
dow in the tack, climbed over a brick
wall, took a five o'clock train to To-
ronto, stayed all night in a cheap
boarding house, went to Montreal the
next day and sailed in the afternoon
a day or two la for England.
Bedfort's story appears to be a tis-
sue of lles. Prov, Detective John Miller
wags called to the city yesterday, and
examined the confession., Bedfort at
first stated that the murder took place
in the summer of 1908, later he sail
there was snow on the ground. Detec-
tive Miller sums up his criticism of the
confession in fifteen paragraphs. He
says, in part: o3

Some Discrepancies.

The murder was not committed in
the summer of last Year. There was
no train leaving Toronto for Hamilton
about 2,45, which ‘was the time .Bed-
fort alleges to hdave gone. there. The
Kinrade house was in the middle of
the block, not at the corner. It woull
have been impossible for the strangep
to know that only the two girls would
be in the house at 2.30 in the iafter-
noon. At 2.30, the time Bedfort alleges
he shot Ethel Kinrade, Mrs, Kinrade
was in the house. The murder was not
reported tHl 3.55.  Florence answered
the door. She did:not have a coat on
as stated. He says he fired five shots.
Nine shots were fired, and Mr, Mil-
ler points out ‘‘Some one else must
have fired the other four.” 'Theré was
no window open In the dack of -the
house thru which he could have es-
caped, and there wak mno brick wall
to scale. . There were no foot prints
found in the snow, and there was just
a light fall—not heavy, as declared by
Bedfort.

In his statement Bedfort says that

was to dress up like a itramp. In

har account given to the authorities
Miss Florence Kinrade described the
man as a tramp. She later amended
this by describing her sister's assall-
gnt as “well dressed.’” With regard to
the weapons, Bedfort stated that the
stranger gave him two guns, one a
Mauser and the other an old fashion-
ed gun. The Mauser, Mr. Miller com-
ments, uses cartridges that are 4if-
ferent from those used in other revolv-
ers, the other*‘old fashioned gun,” he
knew mnothing about, ‘“but the cart-
ridges found in the body were those of
a common ordinary Trevolver.”

After commiitting the murder Bed-
fort claims he took a five o'clock train
to Toronto, and stayed in the city all
night at a cheap lodging house, leav-
ing for Montreal the next day. In a
day or so he sailed for England, leav-
ing in the afternoon. The significant
comment with regard to this is that
the port of Montreal was not open at
the time of the Kinrade murder, and
trans-Atlantic steamers s$ail in the
early morning.
