Sussex, X. B., July 1.—The birthday of 
the Dominion was observed in a royal 
fashion here today, 
thronged with thousands of visitors and 
the troops looked their best under the 
inspecting eye not only of the public but 
of the general militia officers, Col. Les- 
tard, adjutant general ; Lt.-Col. English, 
C.-C. A.; Lieut.-Col. Weatherbee, R. C.
