“* fior the condemned woman, there was
i ‘ndication that their efforts would
&eut the execution, and it was expect-
ed that she would be hanged between the
hours of one and two o’clock this after-
noon. Governor Bell and party arrived
here from Chicago by way of Montreal
at 3.15 a.m. today. One of her Jawyers
boarded the train mnear the Canadian
‘voundary line, and at Montpelier Junc-
tion another joined him. They saw the
governor for a few moments and he agreed
1o hear what they bad: to say at 10 a.mn.

When the Montreal express reached
Jiere Governor Bell was approached by a
number of newspaper men, but to all in-
quiries he said: “I am going to bed;.I
bave nothing to say.”

Secretary Walters stated early. today
that he had heard of nothing that could
prevent the execution.

Early today Attormey Flinn, of counsel
for Mrs. Rogers, handed Governor Bell a
Jetter from former Justice Powers of the
\'ermont supreme court, requesting him
to show clemency. Judge Powers argued
that the ends of justice would be sub-
served if another reprieve should be
granted. He said that he had travelled
throughout the state and was personally
ronvivced that the eentiment of the Ver-
mout people was overwhelmingly opposed
te the execution. 'Mr. Powers contended
that some of the new evidence in the case
had come to light so recently that it has
been impossible to present it befcre two
justices of the state supreme court as the

law provides, and expressed the be.lief;
that a reprieve of three or four weeks

would furnish opportunity for this to be
done.

The crime for which Mrs. Mary Mabel
Rogers was executed was for the murder
of her husband, Marcus Rogers, at n-

yington (Vt.), Aug. 13, 1902. She was

s @hen only 19 years of age. Bhe had been
parated from her husband for some time
and was desirous of marrying a young
man named Maurice Knapp. On the
night of the murder Rogers met his wife
by appointment in the woods mear the
Walloomsac river. While caressing him
she induced him to allow her to bind his
hands, and while he was powerless she
chloraformed him. In this she was aided
by Leon Perham, a half-witted boy with
whose mother she hoarded. Another wo-
anan, Estella Bates, was present.

Afiter  the chloroforming, Mrs.. Rogers
aud Perham volled the body into the river,
where it was found the next day. In order
to divert suspicion the woman wrote a
note to which ghe signed her husband’s
name, giving the impression that he had
conmmitted suicide,

Immediately after the murder Mg,
Rogers endeavored to collect her husband’s
Jife insurance of $300, and also made ar-
apangements {o purchase furniture for the
thouse where she expected to live when
ghe had married- Knapp.

A few days after the murder Mrs.
Rogers, Perham and the Bates woman
were arrested. Perham made a complete
contession, and both he and Mrs. Regers
were found guilty of murder in the nist
degrec. Perham. was sentenced to impris-
onment for life and Mrs, Rogers to death.

Various futile attempts were made to
induce the legislature, in which body the
pardoning power rests, to pardon or com-
mute her sentence.

DISGRACEFUL
CONDITIONS

Investigation “of Philadelphia
Hospital Shows Shocking
State of Affairs.

PHILADHELPHIA, Pa., Dec. 8—The
advisory committee appointed by Mayor
Weaver at the suggestion of Dr. W, M.
L. Coplin, director-of the department of
Health and Charities, to make an investi-
gation of conditions in the insane depart-
ment of the Philadelphia General Hos-
pital, submitted a report last night, which
shows a condition in the alms house' that
is characterized as ehocking by Dr. Cop-
lin. The report ‘says there are 1,800 pa-
tients in the insane department, whereas
there are adcommodations for- only 900.

There is an wutter lack of clothing and
many patients are compelled to remain
in bed because they have no clothes to
wear. Some have to remain in bed while
their clothes are being washed. In one‘
ward 100 patients out of 125 were without
underclothiwg, and night clothes are also
scarce. The report also eays that the
place is so! crowded that patients have
to eleép on benches and on the floor and
that tuberculosis patients are not eepar-
ated from the other inmates.

DR. EDWARD A. PRESTON
NOW FACES THE MOST
SERIOUS OF .CHARGES

“Murder of Edith Floyd Clark” is the Crime of Which St.
John Physician Stands Accused---Preliminary Examin-
ation Opened in the Police 'Cddrt This Morning---Dr.
‘W.F. Roberts on the Stand. 1

Dr. Edward A: Preston, mow faces the

most serious of charges, that of murder.

Tl}c charge as read by Judge Ritchie' in

BUFFALO, Dec. 8—The shops of 'the
Union Dry Dock Compéany and the Erie
Railroad’s transfer 'and  freight house on%
Ganson street were destroyed , by . fire
early today, ‘causing a loss estimated at
$200,000. The damage to the ‘dry dock

small, the buildings destroyed being wood=
en structures and containing no. machin-'
ery of great value. Their loss will not
exceed $15,000. The Erie freight house
was an immense building running parallel
with the south side of Buffalo Creek and
the north side of Ganson sfreet.
