Dr. Addy read 'his report of the post
mortém examination, and was asked by the
chief justice if from his observations a
miscarriage had occurred as the result of
the use of instruments. The witness said
that he was not in a position to state that.

“Did the doctors exercise the wisest dis-
cretion in operating on Miss Clark?” asked
the chief justice.

“Tt is good surgery if there is decomposi-
tion going on in any part of the body,”
said the witness, “to remove the decom-
posing matter.”

“Would it be possible,” eaid the solicit-
or general, “to use an instrument without
leaving traces of laceration?”’ ]

“Quite possible,” answered the witness.
The witness was of the opinion that a phy-
sician called in to treat Miss Clark might,
from a euperficial examination, determine
that her condition was dde to the delicate
state of her chest. The witness believed
that the conduct of Drs. Roberts and
Rcammell, in delaying the operation for a
few hours, was by no means unwise. The
lapse was advantageous. There was no dis-
advantage in delaying the operation until
the morning, provided a system of douch-
ing had been carried on in the meantime.
