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The Geological and Mineralogical Cabinet has been recently increased 
by the addition of the fine collection of New Brunswick Minerals, 
Earths, &c., which was made by the late Mr. Payne. This contains 
about five hundred specimens all properly labelled and arranged in 
eight different cases.
