4 BRITISH FASCISTI

ACCUSED OF THEFT

Appear in London Court; Trial
of 3 Adjourned in Paper
; Seizure. :

LONDON, Oct. 28—In connection
with a recent seizure in Fleet sireet
early in the morning of a motor van
containing copies of the Labor paper,
The Dally Herald, four. young men
were charged in the Manion House
justice room today with stealing and
pecelving a motor van containing
8,000 copies of the Herald.

Three of the defendants had sur-
rendered themselves to the authori-
ties voluntarily. Two of these de-
scribed themselves as battallon com-
manders and the third said he was
a warrant officer in the National
Fascisti. They all wore black shirts.
One of them was distinguished by
wearing a monocle.

The fourth accused man, only 17
years of age, previous to his arrest
had bragged about his exploit at the
Fascisti headquarters, and the police
told the magistrate-that he owed his
arrest to his own foolishness He
was discharged from custody.

The trial of the other three was

adjourned.
