M. Poincare interpreted the vote of
i{%e Senate as an expression of want of
confidence in the cabinet. j

While the total phase of the éclipse

utes and forty-eight seconds at Santa
Catalina.

Some of the scientists will photo-
graph stars in the vicinity of the sun
in an effart further to substantiate the
Einstein theory, according  to which
light rays, being . matter and therefore
subject to the pull of gravitation, are
deflected from their course by the
proximity of a heavenly body.
| Other observers will deavote thelr at-
| tention to the corona, the golden eman-

every direction for hundreds of thou-
sands of miles.

LIUOR LAWS

Attitude in Parts of the
South Disclosed in Vari-
ous Legislatures.

Atlanta, May 25. — (Associated
Press.)—John Barleycorn found him-
self more completely barred from two
Southern States, permitted restricted
latitude in one, not a live topic in a
fourth and a subject for humorous
discussion in a fifth at the conclusion
of sessions of State Legislatures in five
Southern States. :

In North Carolina and Tennessee
prohibition laws were 'tightened, in
North Carolina by making the State
laws conform with the Volstead Act,
and in Tennessee State by revising old
statutes. A prévhous law in North
Carolina pérmitted a citizen to receive
one quart of liquor every two weeks,
and although that- statute is super-
seded by the conformity agt, courts
may yet convict under the previous
law, the State Supreme Court has held.

Tennessee’s Legislature passed a bill
to make it a félony to transport inte
the State liquor in quantities of “one
gallon or more,” or to move it from
place to place within the State. An-
other act prohibits: any person from
giving away, selling or furnishing for
beverage purposes intoxicating liquor,
the drinking of which “shall result in
the imfpairment of health or body or
death of any other person.” A third
measure bans possession of still appar-
atus, while a fourth amends a previous
prohibition law so as to strike out the
words “for the purpose of sale” of
liquor, and to prohibit the manufac-
ture of whiskey.
