GOVERNMENT WON'T
HELP TO REDUCE
 COST OF LIVING

Liberal Amendment Proposing
Tariff Reform Voted Down—
Bill to Repeal Laurier Naval
Act

Ottawa, Jan. 27—By a straight party
vote of 108 to 64, a government majority
of 44, at a few minutes after midnight
in the commons tonight the forces of
Conservatism rejected the amendment of
Liberalism, as proposed by Sir Wilfrid

Laurier to add to ‘the address, in reply
to the speeck. from the throme, an ex-
pression of et that the government
had failed tc give any assurance of
prompt or courageous action to remedy
the existing economic depression in the
country, and meet the steady increase in
the high cost of living by fiscal revision.

The week's debate found the parties
clearly divided on the main public issue
now before the country. The Conserva~
tive attitude has been to adhere un-
equivocally to the policy of high protee-
tion, to believe thai conditions arising
out of the tariff will right themselves,
and meanwhile spend the public money
with a lavish hand.

At the conclusion of the taking of the
vote, Dr. Neely snnounced that he had a
further amendment to propose, where-
vpon Hon. Geo. E. Foster, who was lead-
ing the house in the continued absence
of Premier Borden, expressed his sur-
prise that this did not end the matter.

The amendment which Dr. Neely will
move tomorrow is as follows:

“The house regrets that in the graci-
ous speech with which your royal high-
ness has met parliament, the said speech
gives no indication of any intention on
the part of your advisers to take any
steps to secure free access to the mar-
kets of the United States for the wheat
and wheat products of Canada by re-
moving the duty on wheat and wheat
products coming into Canada from the
United States.”

.Hon. Frank Cochrane introduced a bill
to extend the time for completion of the
prairie section of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cificc and another which- gives power
to extend by order in council from time
to time the period in which the National
Transcontinental is to be completed.

D. O. Lesperance introduced his much-
talked-of bill to repeal the Laurier Naval
act, and in response to cries of “Ex-
plain” from the Liberal élde. of the
house, would not enter into details.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson again asked
Hon. L. P. Pelletier as regards a 12-
hours’ alleged delay at Montreal in the
delivery of mails to the eastern prov-
inces to points beyond Moncton. The
postmaster-general replied that he was
looking into the matter.

At the opening of the session J. A. M.
Aikens, Brandon, .introduced his bill to
amend the Dominjon Lands Act. H. H.
Stevens, Vancouver, introduced a bill to
amend the Money Lenders act, and to
reduce the legal rate from twelve to ten
per cent.

LEPROSY BEING HEALED

German Institution Believed to Possess
ure.

Berlin, Jan. 28—Leprosy, one of the
few diseases heretofore still considered
incurable, is being healed at a govern-
ment sanatorium near Memel, accord-
ing to a report of the institution. Two
women patients have already been dis-
charged as cured, and one man was dis-
charged as improved. Since leprosy is
contagious, it is assumed that the im-
provement in this case was very great,
else the patient would not have been al-
lowed his liberty. The method used in
treating the disease is not described.

The Memel institution has existed for
some years. It was founded primarily
to deal with cases of leprosy brought in-
to Fast Prussia each year by wandering
laborers from the east. All lepers found
in Germany are now sent there f
treatment.

A cure for leprosy is of especial in-
terest for Germany, since her African
colonies are plagued with it.
