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damage except that of a wet, stormy
harvest, and the spring wheat crop has
been favored with an exceptionally fav-
orable start, the prospects of a total
crop for the United States well in ex-
cess of 900,000,000 bushels are very fav-
orable. Naturally, with such an im-
mense yield—137,000,000 bushels larger
than the record crop of 1913—the prob-
lem of what to do with the surplus over
domestic needs receives more attention.
For instance, the enormous crop might
prove a doubtful blessing if it were to
lay uncalled for on our hands and the
price, in consequence fell to unprofit-
able levels. Touching this side of the
case, however, the advices at hand are
reassuring, and if the crop proves, as it
probably will, a record-breaker, there
seem to be fairly good prospects that
demand too will prove of unparallel size.
Three weeks ago we noted in these col-
umns that the total wheat crops of the
three largest early producers, Argentina,
Australia and India, had fallen below
expectations and below last year’s yield,
as follows:
