GiNADA'S RAILWAY GROWTH

At a teachers’ conference in Toronto
last week, W. J. Thompson outlined the
historical development and present status
of railway construction in Canada. The
Champlain and 8t. Lawrence Railway, for
a distance of 16 mileés between La Prairie
P. Q., and St. John’s P. Q., was opened
in 1837 and for 11 years was the only rail-
way line in Canads. The rails were of
oak with flat bars of iton spiked on them.
In 1850 the Canadian railway mileage had
been increased to 60. Today the combined
mileage of the railroads in Canadas is 27,-
000 equal to four-fifths that of France
with a population ¢f 40 millions, two-
thirds that of Germany, which boasts of
a population of 65 millions, and one-tenth
that of the United States, whose popula-
tion is thirteen times that of Canada.

An attempt was made in 1827, two years
after Stephenson completed the first rail
way in England, to construct a railway
between St. Andrews, N. B., and Quebec,
but the project was dropped. Between
1832 and 1845 more than a dozen railway
charters were granted in Canadas. The
speaker traced the growth of the Inter-
colonial Railway, which was undoubtedly
the means of bringing the Atlantic Prov-
inces into Confederatien; the Grand
Trunk; and Canadian Pacific; the Cana-
dian Northern; and the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railways. The Grand Trunk line
from Portland to Montreal wae opened in
1853, that from Montreal to Toronto in
1856, and the Toromto to Sarnia branch
two years later, Mr., Thompson conclud-
ed his able paper with a reference to the
Board of Railway Commissioners, consti-
tuted in 1904.
