Shows Much Interest in The Col­
lection of Natural History 
Society

Kinosuke Inouye, director of the im­
perial geological survey of Japan, arriv­
ed in the city on the Maritime Express 
this morning. He spent most of the 
morning with William McIntosh, 
of the Natural History Society, and ex­
amined the museum- He was very much 
interested in the collections and took 
special interest in the old Gesnor collec­
tion, the geological branch of which con­
sists of a collection of rocks and miner­
als from all over the province. The col­
lection was made by Professor Gesnor 
in 1889, and was the first geological sur­
vey made by the government of any of 
the provinces. It consists of 3,116 speci­
mens, principally from this province, but 
there are also specimens from all parts 
of the world. It was, -however, the col­
lection from the province in which Mr. 
-Inouye was most interested.

Mr. Inouye accompanied Mr- McIn­
tosh around the city this morning visit­
ing quarries and excavations in order to 
get an idea of the formation of the 

He is visiting America to 
study the economic geology of the coun­
try. He has already been to Nova 
Scotia, and will leave here this evening 
for Hillsboro, and from there he will go 
to Quebec, after which he will visit the 
United States. Previous to coming to 
these provinces, he visited Dr. Brock, 
director of the Canadian geological sur­
vey in Ottawa, and bears letters of in­
troduction to the curators of the differ­
ent museums in the dominion- 
Inouye is a member of the International 
Geological Society, which visited the 
city this summer.
