A . despatch from Halifax states that 
there is in that city a strong movement 
for th6 adoption of the commission plan 
of city government. Vancouver was the 
first Canadian city to-vote in favor of the 
adoption of the plan, although in several 
western cities a variation of the plan ap­
pears to have been adopted? The city of 
Ottawa will probably take a plebiscite on 
the question at an 'tally date, as there is 
strong agitation for' ft with all three of 
the daily newspapers ' either in favor of 
commission or at least hostile to the -board 
of control system now in operation. It is 
safe to say that within the next few years 
many Canadian cities will he governed by 
an elective commission.

So far as St. John is concerned, no/civic 
movement for very many years has aroused 
as much interest among all classes of citiz­
ens, nor has there, ever been so compre­
hensive an organization in connection wi^h 
any civic election as is now being de­
veloped in connection with the commission 
plebiscite. Before the end of the present 
week there will be in every ward the 
nucleus of an organization which will con­
duct a personal campaign in the interests 
of better city government, while the gen­
eral citizens’ committee is actively distr-i- 
buting literature and carrying on an ad­
vertising campaign.

A surprising feature of the situation is 
that as yet very few of the aldermen ap­
pear to be taking part in favor of tlje 
adoption of a plan of city government 
wlyeh with their knowledge of the present 
system they must know would be vastly 
to the benefit of the whole city. The com­
mission plan eliminates politics and applies 
business principles to the conduct of city 
affairs.

This has been proved in the case of so 
many cities which have adopted the plan 
that it is useless for any person to at­
tempt a ‘ denial. Hence those aldermen 
who have the interests of the city at heart 
should favor the adoption of the commis­
sion plan and should throw the weight of 
their influence in its favor. Will they do

SIR WILFRID'S GREAT SPEECH
The foremost statesman of Canada, and 

one who by universal consent is recognised 
es one of the great statesmen of the em­
pire has spoken, and lifted the discussion 
of the proposed trade agreement with the 
United States to a higher plane. Brushing 
aside aU petty considerations and sectional 
appeals, Sir Wilfrid Iamrier has with con­
summate skill met and refuted the main 
arguments of the opposition and made it 
clear to every thoughtful and unprejudic­
ed mind that reciprocity, on the terms pro­
posed, will not injuriously affect any great 
interest but win be alike bénéficiât to Can­
ada and the empire.

Sir Wilfrid has little patience with those 
little Canadians who fear that this country 
would be influenced by trade conditions 
to forget her loyalty to the British em­
pire, He points out with great clearness 
and fores that the policy now proposed, 
has always been favored in Canada. The 

.Only reason it was not sooner adopted was 
that the United States government, until 
Mr. Taft became president, consistently 
opposed any closer trade relations with 
Canada. That part of Sir Wilfrid’s speech 
which deals with the relations of Canada 
with the empire ie the portion which per­
haps needs most emphasis at the present 
time, when the Conservatives are making 
wild and reckless assertions and seeking 

_ to play upon national prejudices for -pelit- 
■aUcgl purposes. Sir Wilfrjd points out that 

when trade was freest between. Canada and 
the United States there was least talk 
about the possibility of political union. He 
points out also that there is nothing in 

* the proposed agreement which would tend 
to lessen the east and west trade of Can­
ada, or the interest which the people in. 
any one portion of Canada feel in the af­
fairs of the whole country. He rightly de­
clares that, any suggestion that closer trade 
relations would tend toward political 

I union is an insult to the loyal people of 
Canada. Quoting the assertion of the Tor­
onto board of trade that Canada would he 
forced to still doser trade relations with 
the United States, and that thus it would 
be more difficult to avert political union 
With the United States, Sir Wilfrid said:

’'Well, if Canada could he forced, what 
would force her? Nations there have been 
which in the face of great emergency, 
great national calamity, would rise to the 
occasion and even the women would throw 
their jewels and ornaments into the 
mon. fund for the protection of the 

' try. But we are told here by Canadian 
Tories that if an economic crisis were to 
arise in which their pockets would be li­
able to suffer they would heaithte between 
their pockets and their loyalty.”

Again, re/errijig to those persons in the 
United States wl* still have a lingering 
notion that Canada may ume day desire 
political union, Sir Wilfrid, directing his 
remarks to them, says:

“Remember that if you have founded 
nation upon a separation from the mother­
land, we Canadians have set our hearts 
upon building up a nation without separa­
tion; that in this task we are already far 
advanced with our institutions, with 
national identity as a people and with 
everything that constitutes a nation to. 
which we are just as devoted as 
to yours. Remember that the blood which 
flows in our veins is as good, just as good, 
as your own, and'that if you are a proud 
people, though we have not your numbers, 
we are just as proud as you are, and that 
rather than part with our national exist­
ence we would part with our lives.”

The Canadian premier, looking to the 
future, sees what he regard* as a nobler 
spectacle than that of a united continent. 
It is that of two great nations living side 

^by side for a distance of 4,000 miles, in 
perfect harmony and mutual confidence, 
“with no other rivalry than generous 
lation in commerce and the arts of peace.”

fine other point in Sir Wilfrid’s speech 
may also be emphasized. He points out 
that so far as the British preference is 
concerned Canada stands today in exactly 
the same position as she did before the re­
ciprocity agreement was submitted. The 
preference still exists, and if at any time 
the British government gives a preference 
to the food products of Canada this 
try will be prepared to give the British 
manufacturers increased advantages in the 
Canadian market. Hence the relations of 
Canada and the mother country remain 
exactly as they were, and if reciprocity is 
adopted the only result will be an increase 
in our already growing trade with the 
United States.

PLAYGROUNDS

There should be no serious opposition to 
such action by the city council as would 
convert those acres of level ground at the 
entrance of Rockwood Park into a great 
public playground. After the ground has 
been properly drained and levelled, which 
would not be an expensive task, the serv­
ices of someone who understands the prop­
er laying out of a general playground 
should be secured and a comprehensive 
plan adopted. It would not be necessary 
to carry this plan' to completion in one 
year, but all that is done in any year 
should be in harmony with a general plan, 
so that when all was completed the best 
possible use, in conformity with the gener­
al plan, would he made of every foot of 
the ground. By pursuing suhh a course St. 
John could have at the place mentioned 
one of the finest public playgrounds in the 
whole country. At present there is riot 
a single playground of any sort in the 
whole city, and the fact is certainly not 
creditable to a city of 50,000 people.

There is, however, another aspect of 
the playground question which might well 
receive consideration at the same time. 
It will be impossible for very small chil­
dren J.a utilize the grounds at the entrance 
to Rockwood Park. There should be small 
neighborhood playgrounds scattered 
throughout the city. If no better could 
be provided the grounds in connection with 
school buildings, where there are such 
grounds, however small, might very well 
be utilized; and this is a question which 
the city council might fairly take up with 
the board of school trustees. Efforts are 
to be made during this year to beautify 
the city. Trees and vines and flowers will 
he planted to improve the aspect of the 
streets. What about the back-yards and 
the alleys as children’s playgrounds ? Does 
it seem right that so much care should be 
taken to make the city beautnul, and so 
little care to make it healthy for the chil­
dren?
