In the matter of batting alerages the
two major leagues present the greatest
Every club in the Am-
erican league is batting better than the
Think
of gix teams in one league being better
batsmen than the leader in the other, but
that is the way they stack up.

Two American League clubs, the Ate-
letics and Detroit, as a team hit better
than .300. Not since the days of Brouth-|
ers, Cap Anson, Ed. Delehanty, Roger
| Connor and that crowd of fence breakers
has a major league club pummelled the ball
so extensively. A mark of .260 was big
a few vears back. The Pirates lead the
National with nine points above that figure
and the remainder of the clubs trail along
behind, as they did in the days of yore.

Another theory advanced to explain the
harder hitting in the American is that the
National League does not use the same
lively ball, although the spheres are made
in the same factory.

The records of first basemen and out-
fielders this season show the big difference
between the lively and the old balls.

TENNIS AMONG THE BEST GAMES
FOR EXERCISE ;

EXPENSE SLIGHT

Good Points of Sport Explained—Courts in The§
Playgrounds Have Proved Popular—The Oppor- |
tunity for Healthful Fun Great

The game of lawn tennis has come with-
in recent years to be one of the most popu-
lar and widely enjoyed pastimes in this
country. While it may originally have
been limited to people of means, it has of
late been put practically within the reach
of all by the establishment of tennis courts
in public parks and playgrounds. In this
Los Angeles is not alone, for there are now
public courts in many cities throughout
the country, and the number is increasing
from year to year. Kach particular sport
or pastime has its special advantages. But
among thaose which belong to lawn tennis
are its comparative inexpensiveness, the
fact that unlike baseball or other more
highly organized games, it only needs two
persons, and that the degree of intensity
with which it is played can practically be
varied according to the wishes of the play-
er, so that.-#f desired, it is possible to get
a larger amount of ‘healthful exercise in a
shorter space of time than in almost any
other convenient way.

Qrigin of the. G:me

* The game of Jawn tennis originated in
England about 1875, so that it is compara-
tively modérn in its present form. It is,
however, .an outdoor adaptation of the an-
cient game of tennis, or court tennis, as
it is generally called to distinguish it. This
was the game fo which reference is made
in histories, and which differs materially
in the fact that it i3 played with a’ differ-
ent and heavier ball, which is driven
against the side walls of the inclosing
structure, Charles Ik the merry English
monarch, was. an enthusiastic player of
court tennis and used to have a scales at
his. court, so_that he might weigh himself
before and after playmg. It is chronicled
that he once loat 4 1-2 pounds in a match,
a loss which has often been equalled and

not infreguently exceeded in these days by
players .who have gone through.gruelling

geverally, no player who has not develop-
ed such a smooth, easy swing, as the main-
stay of his game, to which other strokes
may be added, has ever achieved high
rank. It is often difficult for the player
who has acquired a cramped and con-
tracted style to learn to swing freely, but
the simplest means is to go off occasion-
ally by one’s self and practice hitting
the ball against a wall.

Most Common Fault

But probably the most common fault of
all players, even including many who have
become more or less expert, is the tendency
to hit the ball, whether on the bound orj
on the volley, when it is too near the body. |
The result is that they get ‘“‘tangled up,”
particularly when a bad bounce or a slight
misjudgment of the ball makes neces-
sary a slight change in the stroke at the
last instant. The ball should be hit as far
away from the body as is possible without
losing perfect command of the racket. This
rule is one of the greatest aids to accur-
acy. Instead of playing the ball close in to
the knees the underhand strokes should
be made from a slightly crouching position
—like a boxer coming forward—swinging
the racket as far forward as possible to
meet the ball, or, if the stroke be made
from the side, then also with the full reach
of the arm.

The greatest players that the game has
ever known were undoubtedly the famous|

The first ‘and niost essential thing, and
one which is generally overlooked, in
learning to play tennmis, is that success
depends, as in any other sport, whether
it be boxing, fencing or baseball, on the
proper poise of the body. Every boy
who has boxed knows that he cannot
strike an effective blow with his weight
ion the wrong foot, and every boy who
| has played baseball knows how important
ljs the balance of the body in throwing—
| or rather, by a sort of second instinct
' common to yeung America, he balances
himself correctly and shifts his weight
properly from one foot to the other. The
requirement is just the same for {ennis.
i The right-handed player, hitting a low
! forehand ball should swing forward with
his feet ‘well apart (on a line practically
at right angles to the net), shifting his
| weight as he makes the stroke from his
i right to his left foot and vice versa, that
ie. from bis left to right foot, when he is!
making a backhand stroke.

The second pommt of prime importance
!is that the ball should be hit with an easy
sweep of the racket, swinging through
i a wide arc before the ball is met, instead
iof with a short, quick jab. What is
| known as the follow-through is almost as
| essential in tennis as in goli. In base-
Ilm]l. also, one never sees a long hit deep
linto the outfield without a swing and
| follow-through on the part of the batter.
 However, the short or “choked” swing,
i which many .an effective batter uses for
ithv particular purpose of trying to place
a short hit, has its counterpart in the
short, so-called chopped stroke at temmis,
to be used in choking off a ball when
volleying at the net, ot under, other spe-
i cial ¢ircumstances. But for ordinary pur-
poses tie iree swing underhand is the
stroke for consistent use, and, speaking

The|
height of the net and the dimensions of
the court should soon become matters of!
instinct, a process which conscious effort
will hasten ‘and as a matter of fact, the
surest way in which to reveal where one
intends to put the ball is to look at that|
spot in the opponent’s:court. If the strike|
is not a complete fizzle, which is most like-
ly the opponent is apt to have had warn-
ing in advance.
