Re Arthar Ernest Fiatheway.

A Memorial (supplement)addressed to
His Excellency The Rtz Hon. Sir Fred-
eric A. Stanley Governor General of
Canada has been prepared and duly
signed by Arthur Ernest Hatheway a
Britisa subject, formerly of Saint Jol‘m
N. B, asking His Excellency’s 1}18(118-
tion in obtaining redress for grievous
wrong and outrage done him by the
United States authorities.

From the statement ofnndispg!ed facts
get forth in the memorial, it appears;that
on 20th February A. D. 1885, while en-
gaged in a general merchandizing busi-
ness at Big Horn City in Johnston coun-
ty, \\‘\-nm.ing Territory, and about 7 o'-
clock in the evening of that day he was
seized by a body of armed United States
coldiers under the command of a ser-
geant, without the production of a war-
rant of arrest or authority theretor and
made a prisoner. He was told he was a
(lvser(o; from the United States army
and a horse thief. He denied these
charges and truthfully disclosed his
identity and nationality. He
protested he was a British subject
but notwithstanding this he was hand-
cuffedin the public room of the hotel
where he was at the time of the arrest: not
only given no bed that night but a gnard,
carbine in hand stood over him all night;
that the irons were removed from his
hands to his feet, the next
evening was still denied a bed
and kept under guard, and on
the morning of the 22nd, removed to a
ranch on Pine Creek where he was placed
in an out-house, still under jguard, and
kept there till the 23 of February when he
was removed to Fort McKinney a point
30 miles from Big Horn City; that on his
arrival at this fort all his private papers,
letters, money and everything but his
toothbrush were taken from him by
United States soldiers and he was put in
a cell.

That soon after hir arrival he wassub-
jected to the indignity of undressing and
exposing his person in a nude condition
before the soldiers present, and later on
compelled to stand up in aline with other
prisoners.

That the name of “A. J.Heath” was
called three times and he was ordered to
answer. He said, “I am not Heath but
Hatheway.” Subsequently a requisition
for four blankets for A. J. Heath, Private
Co. K., 5th Cavalry was offered him to
sign, but he refused to do so, again telling
the officer, who is one Captain Forbush,
that his name was not Heath,

That Captain Forbush said to him,"“you
may either sign that paper or freeze; you
will not get any blankets until you sign
the name of Heath.”

Mr. Hatheway refused every overture
and attempt made to secure his adoption
of the name of Heath and was tortured
with a refinement of croelty such as has
been credited to uncivilized savages
alone. He was confined in a dark cell
3} by 8 feet, almost frozen to death—and
eventually discharged without any ex-
planation. - As a consequence of this
cruel treatment he suffered from increas-
ed kidney trouble and was a victim of
rheumatism for not less than nine
months and his business was destroyed.

Mr. Hatheway seeks compensa-
tion to the extent of at least ten thousand
dJollars. The United States has offered
compensation three different times first
in the sum of $150, second in $300 and
by a letter dated 22 June 1889 the
treasury department offered $1000. All
of which several offers of settlement Mr
Hatheway emphatically declined.

Now His excellency the Governor
General is besought to interfere and se-
cure redress for this great wrong and
outrage upon a British subject done up-
wards of four years ago, and to not only
enforce the matter upon the attention of
the United States government but cause
that government to make speedy and
prompt payment of compensatory dam-
ages to Mr. Hatheway as is justified by
all precedent and authority both in
Great Britainf and the United States.
