The new act .is truly, as the leader of 
the opposition described it, “a thing of 
shreds and patches,” and will undoubted­
ly work gross injustices.

As against this complex and inequit­
able bill the proposition of Mr. Mac­
donald, leader of the opposition, was 
clearness itself. It allowed the machin­
ery and subdivisions of the old act to 
stand, merely increasing percentages of 
taxation where necessary, but not dis­
turbing its incidence. By the adoption 
of such a measure, the business interests 
of *zthe country, which are really not 
averse to bearing unavoidable increases 
in taxation, would have known exactly 
where they, stood. The adoption of 
such a plan would, according to Mr. 
Macdonald’s estimate, have brought in 
over $800,000 yearly additional to the 
provincial treasury—a sum almost equal 
to that hoped to be raised by the obnoxi­
ous measure which has just become law.

St. Louis, Dec. 14.—Notification of a 

decision of the Missouri Supreme court, 
which brings into question the legality 
of hundreds of arrests and convictions 
made on informations in St Louis, and 
which., according to Circuit Attorney 
Fol-k, opens the doors of the penitenti­
ary through writ’s of habeas corpus to 
many others, was received here to-day 
by Mr. Folk.

In by That Firm. Washington, D. C., Dec. 15.—Regard­

ing the various reports about the dis­
patch of troops to the isthmus of Pan­
ama the Associated Press is enabled to 
make this statement:

“Until the Senate shall have ratified 
the Hay Bunau Vanlla treaty, the ad­
ministration will look to the marines to 
protect the isthmus and keep order there, 
unless in the meantime it is learned that 
a considerable force of Colombian troops 
are to attack Panama. In the latter 
event, the protection of the republic 
could be accomplished by the army, and 
troops would supplant marines. It may 
be stated, however, that the United 
States government does ifot expect such 
an emergency to arise at present, and 
has prepared to retain the present force 
of marines in isthmian waters until after 
the ratification of the canal treaty.”

Receivers Appointed.
Toronto, Dec. 14.—As expected, ap­

plication- was made to Mr. Justice Ma­
hon this morning for the appointment of 
receivers to the Consolidated) Lake 
Superior Company on behalf of three 
Philadelphia stockholders in the concern. 
The judge granted the application, and 
named John G. Garni there, of Phila­
delphia, and tiie Toronto General Trust 
Company as liquidators. This step 
makes it impossible for Sipeyer & Co to 
sell the property to-morrow, and brings 
the matter before the Canadian courts. 
The attorney for -Speyer & Co. says the 
step taken does not prejudice their case, 
and does not put the company in any 
better position.

Montreal, Dec. 14.—The Canadian 
Pacific railway gained1 a decisive victory 
this morning in the ease of the ten China­
men who sought, after having been re- 
fused admission to the United States

Judge La vergue held1 that as the China­
men had not complied with the provis­
ions of the Canadian law and that as 
they had- been t'rtinsported by the rail­
way company on their'having represent­
ed themselves to be citizens of the United 
States, which claim the> were not able 
to substantiate, the company could not 
disembark them here without seriously 
violating the law. So far as any con­
tract between the United States govern­
ment, and the railway company was con­
cerned, it was perfectly legal and there 
was no ground for interference by the 
Canadian courts. He accordingly order­
ed the company t*o return them' to Hong­
kong from whence it brought them.

ANTHRACITE AT CUMBERLAND.

Nanaimo, Dec. 15—Further particulard 
of the recent strike of anthracite by the 
Wellington Colliery Company at Cum­
berland are contained in the ffllowing 
dispatch received by your correspondent 
from a high official of the compayy:

“A magnificent nine-foot seam of hard, 
bright anthracite coal was exposed and 
struck at No. 7 slope a few days ago. 
It was reached at a depth of 85 feet 
vertical, and was exposed by means of 
two slopes. For the present only two 
shifts will be worked until the'seam is 
further explored. A line of railway has 
been completed between the new mines 
and Union Bay, and shipments in small 
quantities will be commenced next week 
and gradually increased as the mine is 
developed. While perhaps not quite so 
bright and clean as the Pennsylvania 
anthracite, the Comox product compares 
very favorably with it for hardness and 
burning qualities.”
