must ask the Judge to Instruct the 
Jury to give a verdict of acquittal, and 
stated that he did so in concurrence 
with Mr. Carter.

He felt that the witnesses had con­
tradicted themselves badly, and is His 
Honor had decided to throw out thein 
evidence, the crown had not sufficient 
corroborative evidence to make it ofi 
any use to continue the case.
