The Nova Scotian, John Eldredge, for

Investigation shows Eldridge
left the Nova Scotia town of that

nmame several years ago and came to
the states, leaving his family behind.
His wife and daughter, the latter a
#achool teacher, still reside at that
place. For a time Eldridge sent
money-home regularly, but his remit-
tances grew smaller gradually, and
during the last seven months he had
sent practically nothing. It appears
that of late he has beéen assisting the
Stokes woman. Eldredge had a son,
who now lives in Lowell. He has
made arrangements to have his fath-
er'’s body sent home for burial. . Mrs.
Stokes, with whom Eldredge lived, is
about forty years of age and a widow.
She is held on a charge of murder,
and will ‘be given a hearing in the
Charlestown court on Tuesday next.
It is charged that following a quarrel,
she pushed the man out of an upper
story window, but many think that
Eldredge fell out and that the murder
charge will be dismissed for lack of
evidence. It is known that the couple
quarrelled frequently and occasionally
drunk too much - liguor. The  dead
man was 40 years of age.

The blueberry trade is at its height
just now, although the crop in the
provinces does not seem to be over
plentiful. Nevertheless the various
steamship lines are landing several
thousand crates weekly.

The sardineé industry continues to
boom, judging by the business han-
dled by the I. 8. 8. Co. Steamers of
that line ‘have taken over 1,000 bar-
rels of packing oil to Eastport during
the past week, and an immense quan-
tity of tin-plate and pig iron. Every
steamer that arriveés here from Bast-
port and Lubec has as many cases of
sardines as it can’comfortably carry,
and ‘it is evident the packers are mak-
ing hay while the sun shines. ' Capt.
Allen of the steamer Cumberland
says: “I have never seen such a
rush in the sardine factories of East-
port as there is at the present time.
More herring are being caught than
can be handled at the factories, and it
is impossible for the steamers to bring
the sardines to Boston as rapidly as
they are prepared. Some of the fac-
tories at Eastport are receiving: 1,000
hogsheads of herring a day, and most
of them are working day and night
trying to keep up with the rush.”

An attempt is being made to com-
bine the salt fish dealers of New Eng-
land for the purpose of controlling the
output and prices. 'Gloucester men
do not regard the move seriously, but
some of them think a combination will
come in time.

Immense quantities of mackerel
have been received of late from the
provinces—prineipally by the Domin-
fon. Atlantic d- Plant steamers. Four
steamers in" two days last week
‘brought nearly 5,000 barrels.

The spruce lumber market here is
firmer than ever, principally because
of the scarcity due to the continued
idleness of most of the big eastern
mills. Frames have been selling from
$18 to 20, with some orders hard to
fill at that. - Matched spruce boards
are in strong demand at $17 to 17.50.
Cargo shippers in New Brunswick are
doing some business. yDuring the past
fortnight over thirty cargoes were re-
ceived in Boston alone. Last week 15
cargoes came from the provinces, re-
presenting 1,384,741 feet, and 47,000 feet
of piling, 50,000 laths and 3,548 railroad
ties. Only oneé cargo Was received
from Maine ports. ‘Ten and 12 inch di-
ntensions are quoted at $18 to 20; 9 in.
and under, $17.50 to 18.50; 10 and 12 in.
 random lengths, 10 feet and up, $17.50
to 19; 2x3, 2x4, 2x6, 2x6, 2x7 and 38x4,
ten feet and up, $15 t0/16; 5 in. and up
‘merchantable boards, $15.50 to 17;
‘matched * boards, $17" to 17.50; iout
‘boards, $12.50 to 13; laths, 15-8 in.,

Mackerel are firmer this week be-
cause of the improved quality of the
fish and because of smaller catches by
the New Eng'and’ fleet. Last sales out
of vessel he:e were at $12.25 for rim-
med and $11.50 for plain. ‘Codfish are
steady znd 'unchanged’ in prices. Her-
ring are slightly firmer, Nova Scotia
large split offering at'$6.50 to 7, 7'and
medium split at $5 to 6. Canned lob-
sters continue in moderate supply at
$3.25 to 3.50 for flats, and $3 to 3.25 for
“talls. Live Iobsters’ are scarce and
firm. For bolled 18 cents is asked and
for live 16. "

It has been some years since railway
‘men _have seen-the forest fires so bad
along the northern I.. C. R., between
Moncton and Chatham Junction.  The
damage done has not been very great,
but a big tract of couniry has been
burned over and miles of railway
fence have been destroyed. Every-
thing  has been so dry and parched
that the very ground seemed to hold
the fire for days after the flames had
swept over it, and the smoke has hung
Jike a black pall over the railway,
‘making it impossible at some points
for the engine men to see any distance
ahead.. Some sections of the country,
devastated by the fire, consequently
present a bleak appearanze. The for-
est fires have been more severe be-
tween Harcourt and Chatham Junec-
tion.—Times. !
