stand it, there can be no doubt that 
It will be settled in entire harmony 
with our manifest national duty.

. “In the event, however, that we are 
unable to accept the view that we are 
not entitled to preferential treatment, 
then we owe it to ourselves and to 
Great Britain, and other nations to 
submit the question to the determin­
ation of an impartial tribunal.”

Mr. Fairbanks reviewed the history 
of the canal negotiations, citing that 
the Clayt.on-Bulwer treaty which wad 
abrogated by 
treaty, specifically stated that the In- 
ter-oeeanlc canal should be open to 
the subjects of the United States and 
of Great Britain on equal terms. He 
quoted
“that there shall be no dlacriminaion 
against any nation.”

“If it had been in the minds of Sec­
retary Hay and Lord Pauncefote," con­
tinued Mr. Faribanks, “that so radical 
a departure—-th^ exemption of Ameri­
can ships from canal tolls—should be 
made from the equality principle of the 
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, they would nev­
er have followed so closely the phrase­
ology of the old treaty.

“Shall we now read into It an excep­
tion that was not intended when the 
treaty was negotiated or when it re­
ceived the deliberate assent of the 
Senate, or shall we stand by what we 
said and what we intended to say?

“While the treaty was in the senate- 
one of the considerations urged In fa­
vor of the equality of all nations, in­
cluding the United States, in its traffic 
provisions, was that, there would be no 
ground for friction with reared to 
the use of the canal and that all na­
tion» alike would be Interested in pre­
serving it against attack.”
