JTRENGTHENS BELIEF
THAT THE KRONPRINZ
OLAF WENT T0 BOTTOM

Finding of sailor’s body in
Gaspe Harbor taken as
proof that coal boat sank
with all aboard.

Quebec, Oct. 18.—The discovery in
Gagpe harbor of the body of an un-
identified sailor leads to the beleif
that the first substantial-proof of the
loss of the Kronprinz Olav is at last
found after the vessel has been miss-
ing three full weeks today,

The body was found last Friday
floating at the entrance of the harbor
and Coroner Joncas, of Gaspe Basin,
established that the body must have
been in the water three weeks at least
which would co-ordinate with the loss
of the ship, she being mow exactly
three weeks overdue. Nothing was
found on the remains to aid in identi-
fication. The clothes, however, are
those of a seaman and the man ap-
pears to be a Nova Scotian or a Swede
being fair haired. Another fact that
tends to show the body was washed
from the wreck of the last steamer is
the point at which it was found. It is
supposed the Kronprinz Olav was lost
some time a day or two after she left
Sydney which would have left her
stranded somewhere close to the
southeast point of Anticosti, between
the coast of Gaspe and that island
The general opinion of locagl mariners
is that the Kronprinz Olav simply
broke in two and sunk with all on
board,

Slightly larger shipments of Canadian
butter have reached the United King-
dom this year but more is wanted. Dur-
ing the first eight months of the pre-
sent year 7,674 cwts. was sent, value
approximately $215,000.
