To the Editor of The Standard.
Sir,—In the issue of your paper of 

the 30th ultimo, there is contained the 
substance of an Interview with Mr.
Lewis Connors, of Black's Harbor, In 
whtcb he urges that a lobster feathery 
be established on «be New Brunswick 
shore of the Bay of Fundy, to build up 
the lobster fishery there. He used the 
rather naive statement that lobsters 
are not as plentiful as they “used to 
be.” He Intimated that there are quite 
a number of lobster hatcheries in the 
State of Maine, and the lobster fishing 
there Is much better than It used to

All this seems plausible enough ; 
what are the facts? Is the lobster fish­
ery in St. John and Charlotte Counties 
going down? Are there “quite a num­
ber of lobster hatcheries In the State 
of Maine, and is hatching there respon­
sible for the lobster fishery being in as 
good a condition as it is?

So far as the writer knows, there is 
hut one hatchery In Maine—the one at 
Booth Bay. Apart from th 
doubtful question as to whether the 
mere hatching of lobster eggs, and the 
depositing of the newly hatched fry In 
the sea—the method that has been fol­
lowed at Booth Bay and most else­
where—’has any material benefit on the 
the lobster fishery. It is obvious that on. 
the conditions In Maine are .peculiarly 
suitable for such 'hatching.

Be it. remembered that a lobster is 
not a fish, In the ordinary sense of the 
word. Unlike free swimming fish, lob­
sters fertilize «heir eggs as they are sûrement 
extruded, and the eggs remain attach­
ed to the body of the mother lobster 

e they are kept properly aerated 
they are hatched. A mother lob­

ster therefore, is a much more effic­
ient “hatchery” than any artificial one 
can be. Sfeé will batch every hatch- 
able egg, and under natural conditions, 
where the fry have a much greater op­
portunity of coming to maturity than 
when transplanted from a hatchery to 
supposed suitable places in uhe sea.

IxXbster fry, after it is hlatched, 
swims in a rather aimless way about 
the surface of the sea for the first few 
weeks, during which time It is not

thing like as quickly as will the pro­
tecting of the berried lobster herself?

As was intimated above, the condi­
tions in Maine are peculiarly suitable 
for lobster hatching. There is a large

industry being carried on there of Im­
porting live lobsters from the Mari­
time Provinces, and placing them in 
pounds, where 'they are frequently 
held for months until they can be 
marketed to the best advantage. Dur­
ing that time, many of the lobsters ex­
trude eggs. These lobsters are pri­
vate property, and unless some ar­
rangement were made for procuring 
the eggs they would be lost. It Is 
from this source that 90 per cent, of 
the eggs handled at the one 'hatchery 
in the State of Maine are procured.

The Hague, via London, Feb. 5—Al­
though Germany's notice concerning 
the danger to merchant shipping in 
British waters has not called out 
much comment In the Dutch press, 
diplomats and business men are dis­
cussing it with animation.

In shipping circles it is declared 
that the notice will have only the 
slightest effect on Dutch vessels, most 
of which are expected to continue to 
carry out their voyages according to 
schedule, although some ships may 
choose the northerly routes.

Paris Puts on a Brave Face.
Luxury can he dispensed with for It 

is over and above the comfort and 
well-being which are the end and aim 
of all human society. But if war has 
brought many Parisians low down, 
even in the scale of comfort, nothing 
appears outwardly. Paris is putting a 
brave face on war, without bravado 
and without nerves—just matter of 
fact. The eye gives no reason to think 
that Paris would not endure war for. 
three or for twenty years, If needs be.

This does not mean «there are not 
war apparition» in the Paris streets. 
There are frequent soldiers, most vari­
ed In uniform, which are not for dis­
play, tout show signs of wear. They 
are on errands or have a few hours oft 
from among the hundreds of thousands 
of troops concentrated in the fortified 
camp of Paris. As a body, the army is 
not in evidence in Paris, even in this 

▲war time, not so much so as In Berlin 
wjn time of peace. Some of these sol­

diers have come In with ambulances or 
are far advanced in convalenscence and 
making ready to go -back to the front.

The wounded are little seen, al­
though Paris has its hundreds of hos­
pitals and ambulances. Now and then 
you see two or three taking the air 
together, one with his arm in a sling, 
another leaning heavily on a cane. 1 
live within a stone's throw of tfie great 
American Hospital ambulance with its 
four hundred wounded in the Neuilly 
City College and of another French 
ambulance installed 
school 'building From .the latter I 
have seen sixteen together, in blue 
greatcoats and knit caps, walking 
themselves into the persuasion that 
their wounds are nearly healed. An 
English soldier in khaki and a Scotch 
cap, minus the left forefinger, and with 
a heel out of commission, sat opposite 
me in the tram talking pure London- 
ese. But in general, and particularly 
in the centre of Paris, the distresses 
of war are not in full view. Yet the 
most careless eye, sooner or later, is 
struck by the number of women and 
girls who .pass in black.
