THE IMPROVEMENT OF SEEC

To the Editor of The Telegraphs

Sirs By instruction of the honorable
minister of agriculture a distribution will
be made this scason of samples of su-
perior sorts of grain to Canadian farm-
ers for the improvement of seed. The
stock for distribution is of the very best
and has been secured mainly from the
excellent crops recently had at the
branch experimental farms at Indian
Head (Sask.), and at Brandon (Man.)
The distribution will consist of samples
of oats, spring wheat, barley, Indian corn
(for ensilge only) and potatoes.  The
qutntity of oats to be sent will be four
pounds, and of wheat or barley five
poundssufficient+ in ¢ach case to sow one-
twentieth of an acre. The samples of
Indian corn and potatoes will weigh three
pounds each. A quantity of each of the
following varieties has been secured for
this distribution:

Oats—Banner, Wide-Awake, White
Giant, Danish Island, Thousand Dollar,
Improved Ligowo (white varieties) and
Goldfinder (yellow.)

Only one sample can be sent to each
applicant, hence if an individual receive:
a sample of oats he cannot also receiv
one of wheat, barley or potatoes. Lists oi
names from one individual, or applica-
tions for more than one sample for one
household cannot be entertained. Tha
samples will be sent free of charge
through the mail.

Applications should be addressed to the
Director of ‘Experimental Farms, Ottawa,
and may be sent in any time before the
15th of February, after which the lists
will be closed, so that the samples asked
for may be sent out in good time for
sowing. Applications will be filled in ths
order in which they are received, so long
as the supply of seed lasts. Farmers are
advised to apply early to avoid possible
disappointment. Those applying for In-
dian corn or potatoes will please bear ia
mind that the corn is not usually dis-
tributed until March, and that potatocs
cannot be mailed form here until danger
from frost in tramsit is over. No postage
is required on mail matter addressed tc
