VALUABLE SUGGESTIONS.
At the annual meeting of the Royfel 

Agricultural and Industrial Society in 
New Westminster last Thursday * even­
ing, Prof. Robertson, who was called 
upon to address those present, in the 
course of his remarks observed that new 
problems and duties should be under­
taken to fulfil the whole sphere of a 
farmer’s life. He considered the exhib­
its here praiseworthy.
