Free the campus rooms!

We are writing this letter to
express our concern over the
proposed policy of fee charges
for all room bookings by student
groups. We earnestly hope that
such a policy will not be ap-
proved by the Campus Develop-
ment Committee as it would be a
heavy financial burden to any
student group on campus.

Students come to university

for an education in depth as well
as in breadth. Besides classroom
learning, the activities organized
by the various student groups
provide another form of educa-
tion which could contribute
significantly to the well-being
and growth of a student. In
recent years student activities on
campus seem to have declined. If
the university imposes room-
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booking fees on student groups it
would only further discourage
student activities on campus
since most of the student groups
are already working with a
dwindling budget.

We do not think that a fee
schedule on room bookings is a
wise policy. It would be
detrimental to student life and
atmosphere on campus. The fees
collected would not be of much
help to the university finances. It
would only cause more
managerial work for both the
university and the student bodies
(e.g. more book-keeping work).
The most important drawback is
that it would reduce student
activities on campus, and as a
result, campus life will be drier
and less colorful, and the
students will be deprived of a
valuable chance of learning as
well as self-motivated and self-
educating experience (which
cannot be obtained from
professors) and it is verydmpor-
tant in a person’s life to have such
experiences.

We sincerely hope that the

request that such a policy be
cancelled.
